The article intends to
perform a comparative analysis between the
situation in the Republic of Moldova and a
number of countries with advanced experi-
ence in this field.

Introduction. Writing about the
future is like questioning some-
thing that seems “totally unknown”.
However, much is written about
the future, on various dimensions
of knowledge and with various in-
tents of predicting the future. This
happens particularly in the field of
field of economic sciences, in which
we often mention phrases like “eco-
nomic forecasts”, “five-year plans”,
“marketing plans” and / or “deve-
lopment strategies”. Just like in the
case of other economic sciences, so-
cial economy has a theoretical basis,
and the field of economic and finan-
cial relations that it describes, faci-
litates its understanding for broad
categories of potential readers and /
or practitioners in the field.

The further we go in time, the
more it becomes difficult to distin-
guish “exactly” what social economy
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prin economia sociala ca stiinta si ce
beneficii pot fi obtinute din evolutia
acesteia. Articolul Incearca sa atraga
atentia din aceasta perspectiva, prin
optica unei analize comparative din-
tre situatia din R. Moldova si o serie
de tari cu experientd mai avansata in
domeniu.

means as a science and what benefits
can be obtained from its evolution.
From this perspective, the article
tries to draw attention on the mat-
ter through a comparative analysis
of the situation from the Republic of
Moldova and a number of countries
with more advanced experience in
the field. Economic sciences evolve
as the awareness of their significan-
ce advances in different cultures, and
/ or countries. The view that: “The
struggle for economics is a struggle
for culture” ['], seems more than jus-
tified now, but even more so in the
future. Such a view matters more in
some cultures than in others, simply
because in the more recent or more
distant past, decisions have been
made in some countries of the world
about the role of economics in deve-
lopment which led to authentic de-
velopment, while in others, attempts
are still made to remedy past omissi-
ons and / or errors.

Paradoxically, it is easier to admit
possible “deficiencies” of economic
sciences in already economically ad-
vanced countries, having already
shown abilities to perform, and little
or not atall in countries with stagnant
economies or in crisis, in which per-
formance remains an unrealized goal.

A plausible approach in this regard
is that economics [as a science] is a
universe in itself. This universe varies
from the deep criticism, that in econo-
mically advanced countries pluralism
regarding the role of economic scien-
ces as a factor of development is open,
sharp, often uncomfortable, critical,
focused on public discourses of easi-
ly accessible context, even if refers to
economies that can be recognized as
landmarks for global development.
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nivel mondial. De ex., revista The Eco-
nomist in 2000 sustinea ca, ,Exista
dovezi substantiale ca economistii si-
au pierdut treptat pozitia de consilieri
importanti ai guvernelor [lumii]” [?],
ca “Mai exista o cale lunga de parcurs,
pana cercetarile stiintifice vor produ-
ce dovezi empirice convingatoare cu
privire la influenta stiintelor economi-
ce si a economistilor asupra rezultate-
lor economice. Pana la realizarea unor
astfel de progrese, economistii in ca-
pacitatea lor stiintifica, ar trebui sa fie

de acel nivel de culturd avansata care
este intr-o stransa legatura dintre sti-
intele economice si filozofia acestora
ca intruchipare si sintetizare a in-
telepciunii ca inaltd prestatie si no-
blete ale unei stiinte. Cu alte cuvinte
putem conchide ca ne-deschiderea

For instance, in 2000, The Eco-
nomist claims that “There is sub-
stantial evidence that the econo-
mists have subsequently lost their
positions as important counselors
of [world] governments” [?], that
“There is still a long way to go befo-
re scientific researches will produce
convincing empirical proof on the
influence of economic sciences and
of economists on economic results.
Until such progress is made, econo-
mists, in their scientific capacities,
should be careful in the sense of
formulating general affirmations on
the influence of economic sciences
on economy” [3]. At the same time,
Samuelson’s opinion that “The study
of economic sciences increases the
intellectual value of human beings”
[*]. In other words, studying econo-
mic sciences increases the value of
intellectual benefits which can be
drawn from studying all the other
sciences.

Hence a seemingly early conclu-
sion, that the success of economic
sciences in a given country depends
on the maturity and wisdom of eco-
nomists and other factors of interest
to criticism, of a certain level of ad-
vanced culture closely connected to
economic sciences and their philo-
sophy as the embodiment and syn-
thesis of wisdom as the high per-
formance and nobility of a science.
In other words, we can conclude
that not accepting theoretical and
/ or scientific criticism, as a reflec-
tion of possible authoritarian attitu-
des towards pluralistic debates on
economic sciences in a country or
group of countries, is the first signal
that the direction is failing and not
inverse.
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Economia sociald invariabil con-
stituie o stiinta, o baza teoretica, un
domeniu de cercetare si domeniu de
activitate. Ca domeniu de activitate
indiscutabil isi doreste succes. Cat pri-
veste sansele de a urma o cale spre suc-
ces, semnalmente, coreleaza strans cu
deschiderea fata de critici, deschiderea
de a percepe criticile ca presiune pozi-
tiva apriori. R. Moldova are nevoie de o
convergenta superioara celor de pana
acum, Intre stiintele economice si cele
ale educatiei. Prin educatie “populista”
realizarea unui atare deziderat nu va fi
posibil. Subsemnatul, consider ca eco-
nomia sociala are un rol important in
egala masura cu toate altele, din consi-
derentele reflectate in Tabela 1:

Social economy is, invariably, a
science, has its own theoretical ba-
sis, a field of research and a field of
activity. As a field of activity, the goal
is to be successful. As for its path
to success, the signals are closely
correlated with openness to criti-
cism, to seeing criticism as a priori
positive pressure. The Republic of
Moldova needs, now more than ever,
convergence between economic
and educational sciences. Through
“populist” education it will not be
possible to achieve such a goal. This
is why we consider that social eco-
nomy has an equally important role
to play in all the other fields of eco-
nomy, as reflected in Table 1:

Table 1 shows that, at European
level, social economy integrates ap-
proximately 30% of the educational
(14,52%) and continuous training
(14,88%) sectors, which essential-
ly supports the highly important
involvement of social economy as
factor of growth in the countries in
which this sector is already well de-
veloped.

The success of social economy
in the Republic of Moldova will de-
pend primarily on the qualities of
decision-makers in the field, if in the
future it will become just a “theory
of findings” - as we already know a
lot in the Romanian and Eastern Eu-
ropean cultural space - or become a
science of development through cre-
ativity, capacity building, professio-
nal vision worthy of consideration.

Social economy at internatio-
nal level. If we start from the premi-
se that “Social economy is a branch
of economic sciences - and a social
science - focusing on the connection
between social behavior and eco-
nomy” [°], it seems to be mostly con-
nected to narrative economy, defi-
ned as “reference to a popular story,
because it uses the present tense,
seeming relevant for interpreting
present events and human motiva-
tion” [7, p. 66], although, of course,
there can be many other definitions.
Either bad or good, social economy
has always existed in the Romanian
cultural space, but more than likely
it seems to have been a more or less
“intuitive - traditionalist” manifesta-
tion. It is the time for this essential
field to be placed on a theoretical
- cognitive basis inspired by coun-
tries with advanced economies, in
which social economy has evolved

Economia sociala constituie o
contributie esentiala la dezvoltarea
economica per ansamblu, dar rami-
ficata distins din evolutia elaborari-
lor teoretice ale stiintelor economi-
ce din scolile de gandire economica
occidentale, in partea covarsitoare
a sensului si esentei economiei ca
stiinta. Unul din izvoarele distinse
ale economiei sociale este experien-
ta unor combinatii dintre sectorul
economiei reale cu cercetarea uni-
versitara In acest scop. Un exemplu
plauzibil in acest sens - Alianta de
cercetare  comunitar-universitara
- din Canada ['°], sugereaza ca suc-
cesul domeniului economiei socia-
le este strans legat de deschiderea
pentru sinergii dintre cercurile uni-
versitare cu cercurile de practicieni.

Lévesque and Mendell from the
Concordia University from Montreal,
also with reference to other sources,
claim that theoretical and empirical
data about social economy date back
to the 19% century, but the concept
has started to be discussed again in
the last third of the 20 century [®].
This shows that social economy has
developed mainly after 1950, during
which time the global economy - un-
til 2019 - increased over 20 times,
compared to an increase of 4 times
during the previous 650 years [°].

Social economy is an essential
contribution to economic develop-
ment as a whole, but distinctly bran-
ched from the evolution of theoretical
elaborations of economic sciences in
Western schools of economic thou-
ght, in the overwhelming part of the
meaning and essence of economics
as a science. One of the distinguished
sources of social economy is having
combined real economy and univer-
sity research in the field. A plausible
example to this end - The Alliance
for University - Community Resear-
ch from Canada [], suggests that the
success of social economy is closely
related to being open to synergies
between university theories and
practical realities.

Towards the beginning of the 2000s,
the new social economy emerged as
a subsystem of development main-
ly in two areas: “(1) as a strategy to
combat poverty and social and pro-
fessional exclusion, in which initia-
tives respond to urgent social needs
and critical social situations; and (2)
the creation of a new state of well-be-
ing, in which initiatives respond not
only to needs but also to new oppor-
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doar nevoilor, dar si noilor oportu-
nitati in care nici piata si nici statul
nu sunt angajate efectiv, daca in ge-
neral se implica” [*].

tunities in which neither the market
nor the state are effectively engaged,
if they are generally involved.” ['!].

History so far has shown that
the chances of success of social eco-
nomy generally depended on econo-
mic development, but, nevertheless,
it would not be fair to conclude that
this may also be the future major
characterization of social economy.
In countries with stagnant econo-
mies - such as the Republic of Mol-
dova - social economy could be a
“track” for launching the national
economy in a way that other areas
of economics do not seem to have
previously succeeded.

If social economy in the Republic
of Moldova uses a rather progressive
tactic in terms of the connection be-
tween the academic sector and the
real sector of the field, this combina-
tion can give an example of a quality
that did not exist in the history of
Moldova following its declaration of
independence. Why? Because so far
economic sciences in the Republic
of Moldova have shown there is still
room for improvement, the most ob-
vious proof being that the Republic of
Moldova registered an economic con-
traction of over 2 times strictly as part
of Eastern European economy (Table
2), and the tendency to become more
severe continued, with different indi-
rect signals being received, including
from the educational sector.

The worrying predisposition of
young people of the Republic of Mol-
dova to leave (over 90%) [**] - shows
that the country’s national economy
is more vulnerable than ever before.
On the other hand, in 2021, the Re-
public of Moldova registered a wor-
sening of the national economy to

the extent that Direct Foreign Invest-
ments dropped 20 times ['*]; the-
re already existed a decrease in the
tempo of the national economy prior
to the pandemic. To this end, key de-
cision - makers in educational / trai-
ning policies of specialists in the field
of economy from the Republic of Mol-
dova will not blame only the “corrup-
tion of the justice system” or from ab-
road, as extensively presented in the
mass-media, without admitting the
errors made in the skill-making sys-
tem and in the economic culture alto-
gether, as important premises for the
country’s overcoming the deep crisis.

Social economy, placed exclusively
on the concept of invariable openness
to Western economic thought, could be
for the Republic of Moldova the pillar
that previous economic sciences failed
to constitute under the influence of an
“excuse of transition”. Regrettably, the-
re is still a lack of openness to the need
to replace old economic theories with
previously unapplied, lucrative ones,
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altele ne-aplicate anterior, lucrative,
insusite In primul rand din baza te-
oretica formata la centrele universi-
tare din tarile care au dat dovada de
dezvoltare economica inclusiv; bu-
ndoara: economia educatiei, econo-
mia justitiei, economia religiei, mai
recent neuroeconomia (vezi: [7]).

acquired primarily from the theoretical
basis formed at university centers from
countries that have shown a growth of
inclusive types economy - of education,
the economy of justice, the economy of
religion, and, more recently, neuroeco-
nomics. (see: [7]).

We are in critical moment in whi-
ch the unwanted aspects are pointed
out exclusively in order to maintain
the added value of scientific criticism
as expression of requirement and of
the desire to advance in critical thin-
king in general, as a positive pressure
and reflection of the maturity and the
wisdom to accept that development
is closely related to the quality of eco-
nomic culture as a reflection, in its
turn, of an economic thinking higher
than the one previously existing.

In other words, if in Western coun-
tries the structures of cooperation
between the academic fields and the
real sector of social economy share
a richer history and experience, in
the Republic of Moldova a scienti-
fic-applied journal in the field is just
being made. The great hope is that at
least from the point of view of social
economy - they will not try to claim
there was “something good” in the for-
mer Soviet Union, such as is often the
case with microeconomics, macroe-
conomics, economic theories. Also,
many representatives of the academic
field try to find something good in the
Soviet school of economic thought,
often keeping them in a comfort zone
from the perspective of new content,
with many economic clichés and with
an important tendency to maintain
their level. In the case of the Republic
of Moldova, some of individuals men-
tioned above can sometimes be pro-
moters of the “justification” of decline,

importanta alegerii continuturilor
educationale in formare, si nevoia de
profesori puternici, conform opiniei
unor savanti de la Edtrust.org [*¢].

because for many who want to study
economics from the beginning, it is ac-
tually a considerable loss of internati-
onal comparative advantages.

In the intense debates on the role
of theories and ideology in econo-
mic development, we already get to
see scholars of Chinese origin who
acknowledge that capitalism saved
communist China [*®]. This example
is important especially if we want to
discourage any kind of attitudes of
economic sciences of the Republic of
Moldova, where there are still incli-
nations to see the education sector
as a “social filter” instead of a factor
of development / production. Howe-
ver, if the theoretical training of eco-
nomists, entrepreneurs, in particular,
and economic culture in general, will
be approached in the future as a factor
of growth, open to the essence of eco-
nomics, it is effectively equivalent to
openness to the importance of being
able to choose the contents of educati-
onal training, and the need for power-
ful teachers, in the opinion of some
scientists from Edtrust.org [*¢].

Social economy in the Republic
of Moldova, from this moment on,
has great chances of being a neces-
sary support for “neo-guidance” of
our economy to a better, more pro-
mising way, which seems to have
already developed a more promi-
sing management of the subsystem.
If it will succeed or not, time will tell.
What matters that quality decisions
are made in the present, by the peo-
ple from whom we have the most to
learn and according to expectations.

To this end, a special attention
should be given to countries in whi-
ch research in the field is already at
an advanced level (Table 3).

The Republic of Moldova, if it is
to obtain a good result from invest-
ments in the field of social economy
- as a theoretical / educational basis
for further evolution - should be open
to different practices from the coun-
tries mentioned in European studies.
However, focusing on the experiences
of 1 - 2 countries with the highest nu-
mber of employees in the field of soci-
al economy could be more beneficial,
also from the point of view of imple-
menting international good practices
in the field. To this end, France and
Italy are the countries to which we
should look up the most to.

Conclusions

Social economy should be a ma-
jor scientific support for detaching
from the illusion that in the former
USSR “good things were done” to
train economists.
