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Abstract. Both in Romania and in the Re-
public of Moldova, social economy / social entre-
preneurship are sectors just beginning to grow:
the national juridical framework in Romania is
constituted through the Law 219/2015 on So-
cial Economy and through the Law 223/2017
on Social Entrepreneurship. Both laws define
social economy / social entrepreneurship as
the complexity of activities organized inde-
pendently from the public sector, with the goal
of serving the general interest, the interests of a
community and / or the non-patrimonial per-
sonal interests through increasing the degree of
employment of people at risk and / or through
production or selling different goods / services.
In Europe are estimated to function over 2.8 mil-
lion social enterprises, representing 10% of EU
businesses, with more than 13.6 million people
working in these structures, representing 6.3%
of employees in the EU. The social economy sec-
tor involves more than 82.8 million volunteers,
the equivalent of 5.5 million fulltime workers.
In addition, the sector includes over 232 million
members of mutual aid cooperatives and com-
panies' and more than 82,8 million volunteers,
the equivalent of 5,5 full-time workers.

SOCIAL ENTREPRENEURSHIP
IN ROMANIA

From the conceptual point of view,
in Romania, discussions about social
economy are relatively recent, being
stimulated first of all, by the promo-
tion measures included in the projects
financed by the European Social Fund,
especially through the Operational
Sectoral Program Human Resources
Development 2007 - 2013.

However, the discussion on in-
come being generated by organiza-
tions with social goals in order to
support specific objectives is much
older and is estimated to have begun
immediately after 2000. At that point,
the perspective of the European inte-
gration determined traditional inter-
national donors, public or private,
together with their beneficiaries,

In Romania, the Law on Social Econ-
omy was passed in July 2015, after 5
years of efforts of representatives of
the Ministry of Labor and of other so-
cial actors involved in the field, includ-
ing Adv Romania.

Subsequently, the following doc-
uments were approved: The Deci-
sion no. 585/2016 on approving the
methodological norms for applying
the law on social economy; The Order
no. 1986/2016, which established
the specific element of visual identi-
ty of the work integration social en-
terprise and its specific rules of use;
The Order no. 2034/2016, which es-
tablished the procedure for organiz-
ing, updating and using the Register
of Social Enterprises; The Order no.
406/2017, which developed guide-
lines on result indicators, immediate
achievement / output and the impact
indicators to be used by social enter-
prises / work integration social en-
terprises in their annual reports; The
Order no. 1600/2435/2017, for the
approval of the model of excerpts of
the annual financial statements pub-
lished by social enterprises / work
integration social enterprises in the
Register of Social Enterprises.

Unfortunately, except for these
documents and the European funds
allocated for development of social
businesses (during 2020-2021, will
be established at least 2400 social
enterprises in Romania through the
financing granted to approximately
100 grant administrators within the
Operational Program Human Capital),
there have been no other steps taken.

Given this context, we believe thatin
order to ensure sector growth, in order
to ensure an integrated and impact-
ful approach, it is necessary to have a
strategy and an action plan for middle
and long-term, consolidated around at
least 4 pillars - promotion; support;
development; skills.

In Romania’s Country Report for
2020, the European Union signaled
several issues influencing the coun-
try’s national social and economic
situation: the inactivity rate remains
athighlevels and active labor market
policies have a low impact on reduc-
ing it; vulnerable groups and social
economy face significant challenges;
social economy policies are not inte-
grated with active labor market pol-
icies for vulnerable groups; current
public policy frameworks do not
capitalize on the potential of social
enterprises to innovate and contrib-
ute to environmental goals.

To address these issues, the EU
recommends the following actions
for Romania: to extend social protec-

In the Republic of Moldova, the
Law on Social Entrepreneurship was
passed in December 2017, starting
from the existing trend in Romania
for developing the sector. Although
both the Law on Social Economy and
the Law on Social Entrepreneurship
refer to the same criteria of economic
and social functioning and define in
the same way the actors in the field
(social enterprises and work inte-
gration social enterprises), Romania
seems to have adopted the concept
of social economy of countries with
a tradition in the field, such as Italy,

France, Spain, while the Republic of
Moldova followed the Austrian mod-
el, defining the field as social entre-
preneurship.

On November 2" 2017, in the Par-
liament of the Republic of Moldova
was passed the Law on amending
and supplementing some legislative
acts (Law no. 845/1992 on entre-
preneurship and enterprises), which
legally regulated the field of social
entrepreneurship. According to the
art. 36! the activity of social entre-
preneurship is carried out by social
enterprises and work integration so-
cial enterprises. The status of social
enterprise / work integration social
enterprise is assigned by the Nation-
al Commission for Social Entrepre-
neurship, according to paragraph 3
of the art. 362 of the same law.

Later on, through the Decision no.
1165/28.11.2018 were approved the
Regulation on the organization and
functioning of the National Commis-
sion for Social Entrepreneurship and
the list of types of activities that may
be considered as social entrepre-
neurship activities. The Regulation
stipulates on the organization and
functioning of the Commission, its
nominal composition, the method of
granting and withdrawing the status
of social enterprise / work integration
social enterprise and other aspects.

One of the future actions to be
taken in 2021 will be the elaboration
and the approval of the National Pro-
gram for Development of Social En-
trepreneurship 2021-2025, drawn
in accordance to a national research
developed in 2019 by the Ministry
of Economy and Infrastructure with
support from the German Agency for
International Cooperation (GIZ).

cessing financing mechanisms and
programs for social inclusion, eco-
nomic growth, social innovation
and employment of groups at risk.
b) Creating markets reserved for
social enterprises according to art.
20 of the Directive 2014 /24 /UE of
the European Parliament and the
Council for public procurements.

4.To improve professional skills and
abilities in the field of social entre-
preneurship. a) Development of
educational programs in the field of
social entrepreneurship. b) Devel-
opment of mechanisms for moni-
toring and assessing the quality, so-
cial innovation and the importance
of social entrepreneurship.

CONCLUSIONS

Social economy and its princi-
ples represent the new global trend
for sustainable and human-friendly
businesses. Although both Romania
and the Republic of Moldova are just
starting out in the field, both coun-
tries have the necessary premises to
develop a culture of social entrepre-
neurship, by investing in human re-
sources working in the field, adopt-
ing fiscal and non-fiscal facilities,
meant to supports the sector, the
creating instruments for financing,
subsidizing, lending, needs-adapted,
together with the construction of a
“friendly” market and the award of
reserved agreements and an effec-
tive legislative framework.
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
