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MAI GRAVE FORME DE SARACIE DIN UNIUNEA EUROPENA

THE CONTRIBUTION OFFUND FOR EUROPEAN AID TO THE
MOST DEPRIVED HELPS ADDRESS THE WORST FORMS OF
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Rezumat. 22,4% din populatia Uniunii
Europene se afld in risc de sdrdcie sau exclu-
ziune sociald.Criza actuald i afecteazd mai
ales pe acesti oameni, care de multe ori sunt
invizibili in societate. Distantarea sociald
nu este o optiune in locuintele si cartierele
aglomerate si sdrace, pierderea locurilor de
muncd (majoritatea oricum temporare sau
sezoniere) nu face decdt sd accentueze si
mai mult starea de sdrdcie, iar discrimina-
rea in ceea ce priveste accesul la informatii
si la serviciile de bazd fi plaseazd intr-un
risc si mai mare de excluziune sociald si de
fmbolndvire. La nivel european existd doud
mecanisme principale care au ca scop com-
baterea sdrdciei si a excluziunii sociale: Fon-
dul Social European (FSE) si Fondul de aju-
tor european destinat celor mai defavorizate
persoane (FEAD), asupra cdrora si grupul
Renew Europe a solicitat Comisiei Europe-
ne interventia pentru a rdspunde efectelor
generate de pandemie. FEAD sustine doud
tipuri de actiuni: prima constd in furnizarea
de alimente si materiale de bazd, iar a doua
presupune asistentd nefinanciard, nemateri-
ald care vizeazd incluziunea sociald a celor
mai defavorizate persoane.

Cuvinte-cheie: persoane defavorizate,
fondul de ajutor european destinat celor mai
defavorizate persoane, comunitdtile sdrace,
pandemia COVID-19.

Summary. 22.4% of the European
Union’s population is at risk of poverty or
social exclusion. The current crisis mainly
affects these people, who are often invisible
in society. Social distancing is not an option
in crowded and poor housing and neighbor-
hoods, job losses (mostly temporary or sea-
sonal anyway) only exacerbate poverty and
discrimination in access to information and
services. It puts them at an even greater risk
of social exclusion and illness. At European
level, there are two main mechanisms aimed
at combating poverty and social exclusion:
the European Social Fund (ESF) and the
European Aid to the Most Deprived (FEAD),
on which the Renew Europe Group has also
called on the European Commission to inter-
vene. respond to the effects of the pandemic.
FEAD supports two types of action: the first
involves the provision of food and basic ma-
terials, and the second involves non-finan-
cial, non-material assistance aimed at the
social inclusion of the most disadvantaged.

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Accesul persoanelor defavorizate
la piata muncii este limitat, Insa in
conditiile actuale va fi si mai dificil
pentru acestea sa iIsi gaseasca un loc
de munca. Copiii din comunitatile
sdrace nu au acces la lectiile online,
sunt expusi riscului violentei do-
mestice si abandonului scolar dupa
incheierea starii de urgenta.

Fondul de ajutor european desti-
nat celor mai defavorizate persoane
(FEAD) contribuie la abordarea ce-
lor mai grave forme de saracie din
UE, cum ar fi precaritatea alimenta-
ra, saracia copiilor si lipsa unei lo-
cuinte. Pentru perioada 2014-2020,
FEAD! dispune de o suma totala de
3,8 miliarde EUR (in preturi curen-
te). UE ofera o finantare de pana la
85 %, care este completata de re-
sursele proprii ale statelor membre.
Astfel, valoarea totald a fondului
se ridica la aproximativ 4,5 miliar-
de EUR.

Pentru autoritdtile de manage-
ment, grupul de experti FEAD rama-
ne principalul forum de schimb de
informatii privind punerea In apli-
care a fondului. Grupul de experti
s-a reunit de doua ori in 2019 si de
patru ori In 2020 pentru a discuta
aspecte referitoare la implementa-
rea programului FEAD, in special la
masurile auxiliare, la donatiile de
alimente, la audituri, la coordonarea
cu alte fonduri ale UE, optiuni simp-

The access of disadvantaged
people to the labor market is lim-
ited, but in the current conditions it
will be even more difficult for them
to find a job. Children in poor com-
munities do not have access to on-
line lessons, they are at risk of do-
mestic violence and dropping out of
school after the emergency is over.

The Fund for European Aid to the
Most Deprived (FEAD) helps address
the worst forms of poverty in the
EU, such as food deprivation, child
poverty and homelessness. A total
of EUR 3.8 billion (current prices) is
available from the FEAD! for 2014-
2020. The EU provides up to 85% of
funding, which is complemented by
the Member States’ own resources.
This brings the total value of the fund
to around EUR 4.5 billion.

The FEAD expert group remains
the main forum for managing au-
thorities to exchange information
on the fund’s implementation. The
expert group met twice in 2019
and four times in 2020 to discuss
aspects of the FEAD programme’s
implementation, notably accom-
panying measures, food donations,
audits, coordination with other EU
funds, simplified cost options and
e-vouchers.

electronice. In 2020, ordinea de zi a
reuniunilor a inclus, de asemenea,
raspunsul la criza legata de pande-
mia de COVID-19, inclusiv modifi-
carile relevante ale Regulamentului
FEAD. In lunile octombrie si decem-
brie 2020, grupul de experti FEAD
s-a reunit Impreuna cu grupul de
lucru tehnic al FSE (Fondul social
european).

Articolul 5 din Regulamentul
FEAD identifica principiile care ar
trebui aplicate la nivel general in
conceperea si implementarea fon-
dului. Acestea includ complementa-
ritatea finantarii, egalitatea de gen,
nediscriminarea, evitarea risipei de
alimente, o dieta echilibrati, sanata-
tea publica si aspecte legate de me-
diu si clima. Statele membre trebuie
sa respecte aceste principii si sa ra-
porteze cu privire la acest lucru in
rapoartele lor anuale de implemen-
tare.

Statele membre raporteaza cu
privire la modul in care tin seama de
aceste principii generale.

Acestea respecta principiul com-
plementaritatii prin coordonarea cu
alte instrumente de finantare, pen-
tru a evita dubla finantare si pentru
a extinde domeniul de aplicare al
asistentei.

Asistenta de redresare pen-
tru coeziune si teritoriile Europei
(REACT-EU) a intrat in vigoare in
decembrie 2020, ca parte a instru-

In 2020, the agenda of the meet-
ings also included the response to
the crisis linked to the COVID-19
pandemic, including the relevant
FEAD Regulation amendments. In
October and December 2020, the
FEAD expert group met jointly with
the ESF technical working group.

Article 5 of the FEAD Regulation
identifies principles that should
be applied across the board when
designing and implementing the
Fund. These include complemen-
tarity of funding, gender equality,
anti-discrimination, avoidance of
food waste, a balanced diet, pub-
lic health, and environmental and
climate-related aspects. Member
States should abide by these prin-
ciples and report on them in their
annual implementation reports.
Member States report on how they
take these general principles into
account.They fulfil the complemen-
tarity principle by coordinating
with other funding instruments to
avoid double funding and increase
the scope of assistance.

The Recovery Assistance for Co-
hesion and the Territories of Eur-
ope (REACT-EU)? came into force in
December 2020 as part of the ‘Next
Generation EU’ recovery scheme.
REACT-EU provides additional re-
sources to current cohesion policy
programmes, while also allowing
Member States to inject further re-

statelor membre sa injecteze resur-
se suplimentare In programul FEAD.
Pentru a asigura livrarea rapida, sta-
tele membre vor primi o plata sub-
stantiala de prefinantare (11 %),
astfel incat sa poata mobiliza ime-
diat resursele suplimentare si, din
nou, nu vor fi obligate sa contribuie
la cofinantarea nationala.

La sfarsitul anului 2019, valoarea
fondurilor angajate cumulate (pen-
tru perioada 2014-2019) s-a ridicat
la aproape 3 340 de milioane EUR,
reprezentand 74 % din resursele
totale ale programelor (care includ
fonduri UE si cofinantare nationala).
In 2019, plitile citre beneficiari au
scazut usor (478,5 milioane EUR) in
comparatie cu 2018 (501,2 milioa-
ne EUR), Insa s-au mentinut la un ni-
vel cu mult peste cele din anii prece-
denti (412,8 milioane EUR in 2017
si 435,2 milioane EUR in 2016).

In 2019, s-a acordat in continuare
sprijin FEAD in 26 de state membre,
pe baza progreselor inregistrate in
anii anteriori. Majoritatea statelor
membre (22 din 26) au distribuit
produse alimentare si/sau asisten-
ta materiala de baza si au furnizat
masuri, IT raportand, pentru prima
dat3, cifre in sistemul de monitori-
zare cu privire la asistenta materi-
ala de baza. Patru state membre au
continuat sa deruleze programe de
incluziune sociala.

sources into the FEAD programme.
To ensure quick delivery, Member
States will receive a substantial
pre-financing payment (11%) so
they can immediately deploy the
additional resources and will again
not be required to contribute na-
tional co-financing.

Atthe end 0f 2019, the cumulative
funds committed (for 2014-2019)
amounted to nearly EUR 3 340 mil-
lion, or 74% of the total resources
of the programmes (which include
EU funds and national co-financing).
Payments to beneficiaries decreased
slightly in 2019 (EUR 478.5 million)
against 2018 (EUR 501.2 million)
but remained well above those in
previous years (EUR 412.8 million
in 2017 and EUR 435.2 million in
2016).

FEAD support continued
in 2019 in 26 Member States,
building on the progress made
in previous years. Most Member
States (22 out of 26) distributed
food and/or basic material assist-
ance and provided accompanying
measures, with IT reporting, for
the first time, figures in the mon-
itoring system about basic materi-
al assistance. Four Member States
continued to run social inclusion
programmes.

Se estimeaza ca, In 2019, 12,2 mi-
lioane de persoane au beneficiat de
asistenta alimentara prin FEAD, peste
800 000 de persoane au primit asis-
tentd materiala si aproximativ 30 000
de persoane au beneficiat de sprijin
pentru incluziune sociala. Peste 12,5
milioane de persoane in total au be-
neficiat de sprijin FEAD, potrivit unei
estimari prudente. Cele mai semnifi-
cative cresteri ale numarului de desti-
natari finali s-au inregistrat in FR (cu
450 132 de persoane mai mult decat
in 2018), in HR (cu 132 675 de per-

In 2019, an estimated 12.2 million
people benefited from FEAD food as-
sistance, over 800 000 received ma-
terial assistance, and around 30 000
benefited from social inclusion sup-
port. Over 12.5 million people in total
benefitted from FEAD support, ac-
cording to a conservative estimate®.
The most significant increases in end
recipients were found in FR (450 132
more than in 2018), HR (132 675
more), LV (58 904 more), IE (42 713

Profilul general al destinatarilor
finali ai sprijinului FEAD a ramas
in mare parte neschimbat.

The overall profile of end recipients
of FEAD support has remained broad-
ly unchanged. As in previous years, just
under half (49%) of all those assisted
were women. Children received over
30% of the available support, followed
by migrants, people with a foreign back-
ground or minorities (10%), and the
homeless (7%). In 2019, 8% of FEAD
end recipients were people aged 65 or
above and slightly less than 5% were
people with disabilities. These figures

are estimated by the partner organisa-
tions and should be treated with caution.

Children account for around 30%
of those who received food, basic ma-
terial or social inclusion assistance in
2019. This share has slightly increased
compared to previous years. In several
Member States, children received the
largest share of food support - particu-
larly in CY, CZ, HR, HU and MT - where
itranged between 42% and 92% of the
total end recipients. Similarly, CY, I[E, HU
and AT had a high proportion of chil-
dren as end recipients of basic material
assistance - ranging between 86% and
100%. Programmes in these countries
feature specific support to children.

Children - particularly those with
low skilled parents - and people
with disabilities face a substantially
higher risk of poverty or social ex-
clusion. Overall, 23.1% of children
(16 years or younger) were at risk of
poverty or social exclusion in 2019.
Those experiencing severe housing
deprivation®, one of the starkest mani-
festations of poverty, stood at 3.8% in
2019, down only 0.2% since 2018. Put
together, these statistics show that,
overall, the situation with poverty in
the EU improved up to 2019.

In 2019, most of the Member
States that targeted support towards
children continued to implement ac-
tivities already started in 2018.

Czechia: CZ provides subsidised
meals to disadvantaged children in
schools. High-quality school catering

In 2019, majoritatea statelor
membre care au directionat spriji-
nul catre copii au continuat sa des-
fasoare activitati incepute in 2018.

Cehia: CZ ofera mese subventio-
nate copiilor defavorizati din scoli.
Se considera ca alimentatia publica
de fnalta calitate in scoli pentru co-
piii de varsta prescolara si scolara
incurajeaza frecventarea scolii in-
tr-o mai mare masura de catre elevi.
Numarul scolilor care participa la
astfel de scheme creste in mod con-
stant. In ceea ce priveste asistenta
materiald, bunurile distribuite in CZ
includ cinci tipuri de preparate pen-
tru sugari si de lapte pentru copii
din diferite grupe de varsta, precum
si hrana pentru bebelusi.

school age is thought to encourage
better school attendance by pupils.
The number of schools participating
in such schemes is growing steadily.
On material assistance, goods dis-
tributed in CZ include five types of
infant formula and follow-on milk for
different age groups, and baby food.
Cyprus: Children account for the
largest proportion of end recipients
of both food (92%) and material
assistance (100%). Free meals pre-
pared in school canteens are provid-
ed to deprived schoolchildren. On
material assistance, a ‘baby dowry’
package, which includes basic con-
sumer goods for baby care, is pro-
vided to vulnerable new parents.
Croatia: A school programme
provides assistance to children liv-
ing in poverty or who are at risk
of poverty. These children receive
school meals, as well as school bags
and other school material.
Germany: DE targets its support to-
wards children of EU-migrants in pre-
school age (up to 7 years old) offering
them early education. DE also support
their parents offering parental support.
Hungary: Children represent a
large proportion of end recipients.
Children of poor families receive
supportin the form of food packages
and basic material assistance. Food
support provided to poor, pregnant
women can also help prevent their
new-born children from being sub-
jected to material deprivation.
Ireland: Children from families
using food banks also benefit from
these schemes. Home-starter kits (that
include baby kits) that are given to refu-
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Germania: DE Isi directioneaza spri-
jinul catre copiii migrantilor din UE care
au varsta prescolara (pana la 7 ani), ofe-
rindu-le educatie timpurie.

Aproximativ 10 % dintre destinata-
rii finali au fost migranti, persoane de
origine strdind sau apartinand unei mi-
noritati. Totusi, aceasta proportie poate
fi subestimatd, deoarece informatiile
privind migrantii care primesc sprijin
nu sunt Intotdeauna raportate din mo-
tive legate de protectia datelor (EL, FR
si SK). Migrantii constituie, in general,
cel mai mare grup, fiind urmati de refu-
giati si de solicitantii de azil.

Se estimeaza ca 7 % dintre destina-
tarii finali ai FEAD au fost persoane fara
adapost, aceasta proportie ramanand
stabila Tn 2018 si 2019. Totusi, este
deosebit de dificil de estimat numarul
de persoane fara adapost, deoarece
acestea nu sunt inregistrate si adesea
sunt reticente in a furniza informatii cu
caracter personal.

Austria: Support in the form of
school bags and other school ma-
terials is directly targeted to school-
aged children whose families re-
ceive minimum income.

Greece: Children benefit from
food aid distribution and also receive
specific material assistance, including
school bags and stationary material.
Children are targeted by specific ac-
companying measures such as chil-
dren-specific psychosocial support,
empowerment and social inclusion
services, social tutoring, and cultural
and creative activities.

Latvia: Children receive specif-
ic aid. This includes i) food pack-
ages for infants and young children
split into three types of packages
based on age: 7-12 months, 13-18
months, and 19-24 months; ii) sets
of hygiene products for infants and
young children aged 0 to 24 months
- four types of sets, 0-6 months,
7-12 months, 13-18 months, 19-24
months; iii) individual teaching aids
for children aged 5 to 10; and iv) in-
dividual teaching aids for children
aged 11 to 16. To prevent discrimin-
ation, LV specifically ensures that
school materials (such as school
bags) do not include colours, shapes
and drawings that encourage stereo-
typical perceptions of girls and boys.

Around 10% of end recipients were
migrants, people with a foreign back-
ground or minorities. However, this
share can be underestimated as infor-

An estimated 7% of FEAD end recipi-
ents were homeless people, with this
proportion remaining stable in 2018 and
2019. However, the number of homeless
people is particularly difficult to estimate
as they are not registered and are often
reluctant to provide any personal infor-
mation. In CZ, FR, and IE, more than 13%
of end recipients who received food as-
sistance were homeless people. In IT, the
proportion of homeless people receiving
assistance continued to fall compared to
2018 and 2017.

As in previous years, reports
show that FEAD’s flexibility has been
instrumental to its effective and ef-
ficient implementation. The role of
the partner organisations in terms
of knowledge of the target groups
and outreach has been significant.
However, the FEAD also helped
partner organisations become more
efficient, including in terms of deliv-
ery times and institutional cooper-
ation. Several delays experienced by
the programmes were due to pro-
curement obstacles encountered in
previous years. Moreover, Member
States and partner organisations
have been able to redirect target
groups to appropriate longer-term
services, and this was key to estab-
lishing mutually trusting relation-
ships with end recipients.

In 2020, after the period covered
by the present report, the outbreak
of the COVID-19 pandemic sub-
stantially changed the landscape in
which the FEAD programme oper-
ates. The economic and social crisis
that followed has disproportionately
hit certain disadvantaged groups and
individuals, including the most de-
prived. New groups of individuals that
were previously in vulnerable situa-
tions found themselves in a situation
of poverty and social exclusion. The
social restrictions that have been put
in place to address the health emer-
gency have changed the way organi-
sations delivering food and material
assistance operate.

In response to the current crisis,
the FEAD regulation was amended
twice in 2020 and 2021 under the
CRII, CRII+ and REACT-EU initia-
tives, in order to ensure stronger
support in the lead-up to the new

In 2021-2027, the FEAD will be-
come an integral part of the ESF+,
thus further integrating the atten-
tion paid to tackling the worst forms
of poverty within broader social in-
clusion strategies and funding. The
ESF+ programmes will be key to sup-
porting economic and social recov-
ery after the coronavirus pandemic,
and to fostering a just transition to a
climate-neutral economy in line with
the ambitions of the European Green
Deal, and in combination with the
Just Transition Fund®. It will also be a
key programme for delivering on the
European Pillar of Social Rights.
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
