In the present article, the authors
address the essence of the recognition and pro-
motion of the social economy, a sector that is
an absolute cornerstone not only for jobs and
social cohesion throughout Europe but also for
building and consolidating a European Pillar
of Social Rights. The social economy’s poten-
tial for growth at a time of economic and social
crisis has been highlighted.

Certain governments have cho-
sen to render their recognition and
support for the social and solidarity
economy definitive. Independent-
ly of the orientations of a party or
the economic context, these mea-
sures, whether laws, new institu-
tions or certification processes are
enshrined in laws that ensure their
sustainability. The immutability of
these structures often facilitates the
collaboration between government
actors and enables constructive and
inter-sectoral partnership process-
es and with actors of the social and
solidarity economy.

At the European level, the politi-
cal discourse claims that the social
economy is “a key driver of eco-
nomic and social development in
Europe” (European Council) or a pil-
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ce durabile (Comitetul Economic si
Social European - CESE), in timp ce
la nivel international, Organizatia
Natiunilor Unite a declarat ca eco-
nomia sociala joaca un rol major
in realizarea Obiectivelor de Dez-
voltare Durabila din Agenda 2030,
abordand principalele provocari
ale lumii noastre, precum sardcia,
inegalitatile, problemele de mediu,
revolutiile digitale, precum si pro-
bleme de guvernare si financiare.
Intre 2009 si 2017, institutiile
europene au implementat mai mul-
te initiative In legatura cu economia
sociala, mai exact adresate Intre-
prinderilor sociale care fac parte
din economia sociald, deschizand o
noud perioada a politicilor publice
europene. In ceea ce priveste forme-
le juridice, lucrurile nu s-au schim-
bat foarte mult. Variantele discutate
includ Statutul societatii mutuale
europene si Statutul pentru o funda-
tie europeana (EF), dar s-a renuntat
in timp la ele din cauza lipsei de spri-
jin institutional. In prezent existd o
initiativa legislativa a Parlamentului
European de a se lucra la un statut al
intreprinderilor sociale si solidare.
Economia sociala (ES) este legata
istoric de asociatiile si cooperative-
le populare, care alcatuiesc coloana
vertebrala a acesteia. Sistemul de va-
lori si principiile de conduita ale aso-
ciatiilor populare, reflectate in misca-
rea cooperativa istorica au influentat
conceptul modern al ES, care este
structurat in jurul a trei mari familii
de organizatii - cooperative, societati
mutuale si asociatii, iar mai recent au
fost addugate 1n lista si fundatiile.
Economia sociald s-a pozitionat
in societatea europeana ca un pol de
utilitate sociala intre sectorul capi-

lar of the European social model and
a cornerstone of a sustainable so-
cio-economic development (EESC),
while at the international level, the
United Nations stated that the SE
plays a major role in achieving the
Sustainable Development Goals of
the UN 2030 Agenda, addressing the
main challenges of our world, such
as poverty, inequalities, environ-
mental issues, digital revolutions,
and governance and financial issues.

Between 2009 and 2017, the
European institutions have imple-
mented several initiatives in rela-
tion to the social economy, or more
exactly for social enterprises that
are part of the social economy, open-
ing a new period of European pub-
lic policies. Concerning legal forms,
few advances have been made. The
European Mutual Society Statute
and Statute for a European Founda-
tion (EF) projects were discussed
but were finally withdrawn, due to
a lack of institutional support. Cur-
rently the European Parliament has
taken the legislative initiative to
work on a Statute for social and soli-
darity-based enterprises.

The social economy (SE) is histor-
ically linked to popular associations
and cooperatives, which make up
its backbone. The system of values
and the principles of conduct of the
popular associations, reflected in the
historical cooperative movement, are
those which have informed the mod-
ern concept of the SE, which is struc-
tured around three large families of
organisations: cooperatives, mutual
societies and associations, with the
recent addition of foundations.

The social economy has positioned
itself in European society as a pole of
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talist si sectorul public, compus din-
tr-o mare diversitate de actori. Eco-
nomia sociala se adreseaza nevoilor
sociale vechi si noi. Aceste nevoi pot
fi satisfacute de persoanele afectate
printr-o afacere care functioneaza
pe piata, locul unde aproape toate
cooperativele si societatile mutua-
le au acces la resurse, sau de catre
asociatii si fundatii care furnizeaza
alt fel de servicii persoanelor fizi-
ce, gospodariilor sau familiilor.

In di-
ferite tari europene, asociatiile care
reprezinta companiile si organizatii-
le din economia sociala au aparut in
principal dintr-o perspectiva sectori-
ala, cu aparitia in timp a unor organi-
zatii, asociatii si platforme care sa re-
prezinte, printre altele, cooperative
de credit, ale muncitorilor si agricole,
precum si cooperative si societati de
ajutor reciproc, societati si asociatii
de prevedere si alte organizatii negu-
vernamentale de actiune sociala.

Old and new social needs all
constitute the sphere of action of the
SE. These needs can be met by the per-
sons affected through a business oper-
ating on the market, where almost all
the cooperatives and mutual societies
obtain the majority of their resources,
or by associations and foundations, al-
most all of which supply non-market
services to individuals, households
or families and usually obtain most of
their resources from donations, mem-
bership fees, subsidies, etc.

The social economy in Europe has
set up many organisations to act as
its representatives. Through these,
it has taken part in drawing up and
implementing national and EU pol-
icies when these processes have
made space for participation by this
type of social interlocutor. In the dif-
ferent European countries, the asso-
ciations that represent social econ-
omy companies and organisations
have mainly arisen from a sector
perspective, giving rise to organi-
sations, associations and platforms
that represent credit, workers’ and
agricultural cooperatives, among
others, as well as mutual insurance
companies, provident societies and
associations, and other social action
non-governmental organisations.

The following aggregates under-
line the fact that the European so-
cial economy is very important in
both human and economic terms
and is a reality which should be
considered by society and by policy
makers. The European social econ-
omy provides s [6] :
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e echivalentul a aproximativ 6.3%
din populatia activa din EU-28;

La nivelul Uniunii Europene, situ-
atia diferd de la o tard la alta. In tari
precum Belgia, Italia, Luxemburg,
Franta si Tarile de Jos procentul de
angajati din domeniul economiei so-
ciale reprezinta 9% si 10% [6] din
totalul populatiei active, in timp ce
in noile state membre ale UE precum
Slovenia, Romania, Malta, Lituania,
Croatia, Cipru si Slovacia economia
sociala ramane un sector mic, care
abia apare pe piatd, care angajeaza
sub 2% din populatia activa.

Agenda 2030 a Natiunilor Unite
a recunoscut ca entitatile din eco-
nomia sociala (ES) joaca un rol im-
portant in realizarea Obiectivelor de
Dezvoltare Durabila (ODD). Pentru
a maximiza impactul ES, guvernele
au inceput recent implementarea
de noi politici cu privire la aceste
entitati.

equivalent to 5.5 million full time
workers;

e more than 232 million members of
cooperatives, mutuals and similar
entities;

e over 2.8 million entities and enter-
prises;

e 1 out of 4 new enterprises set-up
every year are social enterprises.

The panorama varies among EU
countries. While employment in the
social economy accounts for betwe-
en 9% and 10% [6] of the working
population in countries such as Bel-
gium, Italy, Luxembourg, France and
the Netherlands, in the new EU Mem-
ber States such as Slovenia, Romania,

Malta, Lithuania, Croatia, Cyprus and

Slovakia the social economy remains

a small, emergent sector, employing

under 2% of the working population.

The United Nations Agenda 2030
has recognized that Social Economy

(SE) entities play an important role

in achieving the Sustainable Develop-

ment Goals (SDG). In order to maxi-
mize the impact of the SE, governments
have recently deployed new policies

regarding these entities. This UN 2030

Agenda [7] is a worldwide road map,

conceived as a transformative change,

geared towards a hard new social and
economic development model that
addresses the main challenges of our
world, from pandemics and disasters
to poverty and the rise of inequalities,
climate change and environmental is-

Recunoasterea rolului economiei
sociale In Agenda 2030 se bazeaza in
mare parte pe dovezi stiintifice. Lite-
ratura de specialitate a studiat si a
dovedit in mai multe randuri valoarea
adaugata si impactul social si econo-
mic al economiei sociale, precum si
relatia directa dintre aceste functii si
ODD. Conform Agendei 2030, pentru
a maximiza impactul economiei socia-
le (ES) asupra ODD, guvernele trebuie
sa implementeze politici publice ex-
tinse si eficiente care sa stimuleze ES.

Noua economie sociala se contu-
reaza In UE ca pol de utilitate sociala
intr-un sistem de economie plurala,
alaturi de sectorul public si sectorul
privat orientat spre profit. Provoca-
realacaretrebuie saraspundaES este
depasirea aspectelor care i-ar putea
minimaliza sau diminua trasaturile
definitorii, In fapt cele care 1i confera
utilitatea sociala specifica. Din aceas-
ta cauza, actorii din domeniu trebuie
sa aprofundeze intelegerea valorilor
care alcatuiesc un nucleu comun de
referinta, sa utilizeze toate resursele
sociale si culturale adaptate acestor
valori pentru a-si reafirma propriul
profil institutional si pentru a obtine
un efect care le mareste potentialul
economic si social.

Recognition of the role of the So-
cial Economy in the UN 2030 Agenda
is largely based on scientific evidence.
Indeed, the literature has extensively
studied and proved the social and eco-
nomic value added and impacts of the
Social Economy and the direct relation
between these functions and the SDG. In
order to maximize the impact of the So-
cial Economy (SE) on SDG, governments
must deploy extensive and effective pub-
lic policies fostering the SE. This is what
the UN 2030 Agenda states explicitly.
The new social economy is tak-
ing shape in the EU as a pole of so-
cial utility in a plural economy sys-
tem, alongside a public sector and
a profit-driven private sector. The
challenge that the SE must face is to
surmount the dangers of dilution or
trivialisation of its identifying fea-
tures, which are what give it its spe-
cific social utility. Because of this, SE
actors need to deepen their under-
standing of the values that make up
their shared core of reference, use
all the social and cultural levers that
are attuned to these values to reaf-
firm their own institutional profile,
and achieve an effect that multiplies
their economic and social potential.
This sector requires a holistic
conception of public policy to ad-
dress it. These policies have mate-
rialized in the new national legis-
lation on Social Economy passed
over the past decade in the follow-
ing countries [3] : Spain, National
Law 5/2011 on the Social Economy,
Greece Law 4430/2016 on Social
and Solidarity Economy (2016),
Portugal National Law 30/2013 on
the Social Economy, France National
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(2016), Portugalia - Legea nationala
30/2013 privind economia sociala,
Franta - Legea nationala 2014-856
/ 2014 privind economia sociala si
solidara si Romania - Legea numa-
rul 219/2015 privind Economia So-
ciald. In unele tari, cum este Belgia,
doar anumite regiuni au adoptat
legislatie specifica domeniului eco-
nomiei sociale - Valonie, Bruxelles
si Flandra. In altele, au fost adopta-
te legi cu nume si continut similar,
cum ar fi referirea la intreprinderi
sociale, precum Legea olandeza a In-
treprinderilor sociale (2012), Legea
votata in Luxemburg in 2016 pri-
vind crearea de companii cu impact
social si Riforma del Terzo Settore
din Italia In 2016. Desigur, mai mul-
te proiecte de lege privind acest su-
biect sunt in curs de aprobare in alte
tari. In ultima perioada au aparut de
asemenea initiative institutionale
guvernamentale, cum ar fi sistemele
/ posibilitatile de creditare (Acordul
francez pentru societatea solidara
de utilitate sociala), dezvaluind un
interes In crestere pentru dome-
niul economiei sociale. Atat Acordul
francez, cat si clasificarile entitatilor
facute de Riforma italiana delimitea-
zad In mod legal domeniile considera-
te de interes socio-economic special
si le ofera un tratament preferential
in politica de promovare a ES.

Contextul generat de pande-
mia de Covid-19, care a maturat
Europa in prima jumatate a anu-
lui 2020.

In afard de pierderile de vieti
omenesti, pandemia a avut efecte
sociale si economice importante,
deoarece a fortat angajatii sa rama-
na acasa si anumite sectoare sa se
inchida, ulterior aparand o serie de

Law 2014-856/2014 on the Social
and Solidary Economy, and Romania
Law 219/2015 on the Social Econ-
omy. There have also been regional
Social Economy laws (in the Belgian
regions of Wallonia, Brussels, and
Flanders), and laws with similar
names and content such as social
enterprises, like the Netherlands’
Law on Social Enterprises (2012),
Luxembourg’s Law 2016 regarding
the creation of companies with a
social impact, and the Riforma del
Terzo Settore in Italy in 2016. Final-
ly, several bills on the subject are un-
derway in other countries, and other
institutional initiatives, such as sys-
tems of accreditation, have emerged
in this period, revealing an increas-
ing interest in this field among gov-
ernments. The French Agreement
for solidarity company of social util-
ity is among these accreditation sys-
tems. Both the French Agreement
and the classifications of entities
made by the Italian Riforma legal-
ly delimit the areas considered of
special socio-economic interest and
give them preferential treatment in
the policy of promoting SE.

The context of the Covid-19
pandemic, which swept across Eu-
rope during the first half of 2020.

Other than a high cost in terms
of human lives, the pandemic had a
strong social and economic signifi-
cance, as it forced individuals to stay
home and financial activities to close
while further exacerbating a series
of social and economic divides with-
in European societies and globally,
in particular in the ability to access
services and support systems.

In this context, the contribution
of the social economy has been cru-
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diviziuni sociale si economice in ca-
drul societatilor europene si la nivel
global, in special in ceea ce priveste
capacitatea de a accesa servicii si
sisteme de asistenta.

Intreprinderile si organizatiile din
economia sociald sunt inovatoare, re-
zistente si au un obiectiv social puter-
nic. In timp ce luptau cu criza si ofereau
solutii alternative la provocarile econo-
mice si sociale cu care se confruntau,
multe dintre ele aveau de asemenea
propriile provocari de Infruntat.

Masuri luate in unele tari si efi-
cienta acestora [5]:

Belgia - s-au luat masuri la nivel
nationale, regional si / sau local, sau
combinate. Printre cele mai mentiona-
te masuri pozitive, prima de 5000 de
euro este de departe cea mai populara.

Finlanda - Intreprinderile ches-
tionate au sustinut ca nu au bene-
ficiat nici de masuri nationale, nici
de masuri locale / regionale. Imagi-
nea realizata de respondenti indica
o situatie in care exista Intr-adevar
masuri guvernamentale, dar care nu
pot fi accesate, de exemplu, de fun-
datiil si asociatii.

Franta - Intreprinderile sociale si
organizatiile care activeaza in domeniu
au beneficiat fie de masuri nationale,
fie de masuri regionale si / sau locale,

cial. Social economy enterprises and
organisations have been doing the
utmost to support individuals and
businesses, in particular those most
at risk. They have been providing
healthcare, food and social services
to the most vulnerable groups, fi-
nancial and business support to
small enterprises, insurance, as well
as other basic services such as water
and energy to society at large.

Social economy enterprises and
organisations are innovative, resil-
ient and have a strong societal ob-
jective. While being at the forefront
of the crisis and offering alternative
solutions to the ongoing econom-
ic and social challenges, they also
struggled through the pandemic.

Country-specific measures
and their effectiveness s [5]:

The Belgian social economy
actors they benefitted either from
national measures, or from regio-
nal and/or local measures, or from
both. Among the most-cited positi-
ve measures, the 5000-euros pre-
mium is by far the most popular.

The Finnish enterprises sur-
veyed have claimed they have not
benefitted from neither national
nor local/regional measures. The
picture drawn by the respondents
points out a situation where gov-
ernmental measures indeed exist
but exclude some social economy
actors, for example foundations
and associations.

The French social economy en-
terprises and organisations they
benefitted either from national
measures, or from regional and/
or local measures, or from both. In
particular, French social economy
actors were satisfied with the in-
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sau de ambele. In mare, au fost multu-
miti de informatiile si sprijinul oferit de
institutiile de sprijin pentru economia
sociald, mentionand in special Came-
rele regionale ale economiei sociale si
solidare (CRESS) si rolul jucat de Ca-
mera franceza a economiei sociale si
solidare (ESS).

Spania - Intreprinderile si organi-
zatiile spaniole de economie sociala
au beneficiat fie de masuri nationale,
fieAde masuri regionale, fie de ambe-
le. In special, initiativele pozitive sunt:
imprumuturi garantate de la Institu-
tul Oficial Spaniol (ICO); acces mai fle-
xibil la indemnizatiile de somaj, astfel
incat o companie sa nu trebuiasca sa
accepte un program de concediere
(ERE) sau sa mentina locuri de munca
care de facto nu exista; scheme de so-
maj temporar (ERTE) si posibilitatea
de a améana anumite plati.

Suedia - Intreprinderile si organi-
zatiile suedeze de economie sociala
chestionate au declarat ca au bene-
ficiat fie de masuri nationale, fie de
masuri regionale si / sau locale, sau
de ambele. Printre masurile pozitive
puse in aplicare, aproape jumatate se
refera la impozite pe salariu mai mici.
Alte masuri guvernamentale includ
reducerea chiriei, sprijin guverna-
mental (pentru publicitate, finantari,
disponibilizari), furnizarea de materi-
ale de protectie, schimbul de informa-
tii si ajutor financiar general (inclusiv
beneficii salariale pe termen scurt).
Unii respondenti au mentionat ca unii
actori ai economiei sociale nu au pu-

formation and support provided by
Social Economy support organisa-
tions response, mentioning in par-
ticular the Regional Chambers of So-
cial and Solidarity Economy (CRESS)
and the interlocution role played by
the French Chamber of Social and
Solidarity Economy (ESS-France).
Furthermore, respondents indicat-
ed being satisfied with the general
financial help (including bank loans,
subventions and deferral of pay-
ments), postponed deadlines and
provision of protective material.

The Spanish social economy en-
terprises and organisations, have
benefitted either from national meas-
ures, or from regional ones, or from
both. In particular, positive initiatives
are: guaranteed loans from the Span-
ish Official Institute (ICO); more flex-
ible access to unemployment bene-
fits, so that a company does not have
to take on a redundancy programme
(ERE) or maintain jobs that de facto
do not exist; temporary unemploy-
ment schemes (ERTE) and access to
the severance to pay.

The Swedish social economy en-
terprises and organisations sur-
veyed said they benefitted either from
national measures, or from regional
and/or local measures, or from both.
Among the positive measures im-
plemented, almost half concern low-
er payroll taxes. Other government
measures include rent reduction, gov-
ernmental funds (for advertisement,
funds, layoffs), provision of protec-
tive materials, sharing of information
and general financial help (including
short-time work benefits). Some re-
spondents mentioned that some so-
cial economy actors were unable to
access support measures.

Noua Comisie Europeana are in
noua sa agenda un Plan de actiu-
ne european pe cinci ani pentru ES
pentru perioada 2020-2025, in care
se afirma ca, dintr-o perspectiva ge-
nerald, economia sociala ar trebui sa
fie introdusa in diferitele politici so-
cioeconomice ale Uniunii Europene,
precum si in actiunile viitoare pen-
tru atingerea obiectivelor de dezvol-
tare durabila. Ambele sunt subiecte
pentru cercetari viitoare.

Planul european de actiune pen-
tru economia sociald, anuntat de
Comisie pentru 2021, constituie o
oportunitate unica de a pune eco-
nomia sociala in centrul eforturilor
de restabilire a dezvoltarii durabile
si a coeziunii sociale In Europa. Va fi
necesara o conceptie operationala
clara a UE despre ceea ce este eco-
nomia sociald, care sunt caracteristi-
cile sale specifice si nevoile concrete
pentru a aborda recomandarile care
au aparut ca rezultat al sondajului.

A
clear EU operational conception of
what the social economy is and of its
specific features and concrete needs
will be required to address a major
part of the recommendations that
transpired through the survey re-
sults.
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
