Viitorul societdtii
depinde de modul in care crestem si educdm
azi toti copiii. Pentru dezvoltarea viitoare a
societdtii este nevoie sd valorizdm si sd spri-
jinim fiecare copil.

Diversitatea copiilor, determinatd de parti-
cularitdtile fiecdruia de dezvoltare nu este o
piedicd in educatie, ci o resursd de invdtare
si dezvoltare pentru toti. Fiecare copil este
important pentru familia lui, dar si pentru
intreaga societate. Fiecare copil poate invd-
ta. Fiecare copil are dreptul la educatie si la
sprijin adecvat pentru a participa la proce-
sul educativ.

Summary: Children with disabilities are
one of the most vulnerable and marginalized
categories of children in Moldova. Many of
them are excluded from society because they
are different from others and a large part
live in conditions of extreme poverty and iso-
lation, without access to services that could
help them overcome or compensate for their
disabilities, to take care of themselves and
become productive citizens. The future of so-
ciety depends on how we raise and educate
all children today. For the future develop-
ment of society we need to value and support
each child. Every child is unique. The diversi-
ty of children, determined by the particulari-
ties of each development is not an obstacle in
education, but a learning and development
resource for all. Every child is important for
his family, but also for the whole society. Ev-
ery child can learn. Every child has the right
to education and adequate support to partic-
ipate in the educational process.

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Gradul de civilizare a societatii
in mare masura este determinata
de atitudinea fata de acesti copii ce
au un handicap. Crearea conditiilor
pentru educatie si invatamint, adap-
tare socio-profesionala si integrare
sociala a acestor copii constituie si
un obiectiv principal al oricarui stat
si a comunitatii mondiale in general
[1, p.5].

In tara noastrs, protectia copilu-
lui a cunoscut o traiectorie destul de
sinuoasd, marcata de perioade de ,,
rapide masuri reparatorii” sau altele
de implemenatre a unor politici con-
tradictorii si nefocalizate. Tema mai
poate fi actuala si prin stringenta di-
ferentiere a copiilor cu dizabilitati,
care este determinata de particula-
ritatile individual-tipologice a per-
soanelor anormale si asigura reali-
zarea maximala a posibilitatilor de
cunoastere a acestora. Diferentierea
copiilor cu dizabilitati este o proble-
ma fundamentala a stiintei defecto-
logice, o actiune complexa care se
realizeaza interdisciplinar (medici-
ng, psihologie, pedagogie, etc.) axin-
du-se pe particularitatile dezvoltarii
psihofizice individuale. Problema
dizabilitatii In rindurile copiilor si ti-
nerilor este una dintre cele mai acu-
te nu numai in domeniul de ocrotire
a mamei si a copilului dar si in viata
sociala a tarii[8, p.7].

In vederea asigurarii incluziu-
nii socio-educationale a copiilor
cu dizabilitati, un rol deosebit il
are statul prin prizma institutiilor

The degree of civilization of soci-
ety is largely determined by the at-
titude towards these children with
disabilities. Creating the conditions
for education, socio-professional
adaptation and social integration of
these children is also a main objec-
tive of any state and the world com-
munity in general [1, p.5].

In our country, child protection
has experienced a rather winding
trajectory, marked by periods of
“rapid remedial measures” or oth-
ers of implementing contradictory
and unfocused policies. The top-
ic can also be current through the
strict differentiation of children
with disabilities, which is deter-
mined by the individual-typological
particularities of abnormal people
and ensures the maximum realiza-
tion of the possibilities of know-
ing them. Differentiating children
with disabilities is a fundamental
issue of defectological science, a
complex action that is carried out
interdisciplinary (medicine, psy-
chology, pedagogy, etc.) focusing
on the particularities of individual
psychophysical development. The
issue of disability among children
and young people is one of the most
acute not only in the field of mater-
nal and child protection but also in
the social life of the country [8, p.7].

In order to ensure the socio-ed-
ucational inclusion of children with
disabilities, the state has a special
role through the prism of its institu-
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sale, de nivel central, local si teri-
torial. Misiunea institutiei este de
a promova politicile nationale de
incluziune a copiilor cu dizabilitati,
implementarea educatiei incluzive,
asigurarea protectiei sociale, care
sa raspunda nevoilor identificate si
sa ofere o securitate sociala univer-
sald si cuprinzitoare.

Organizatia Natiunilor Unite
(ONU), in baza Conventiei privind
Drepturile Persoanelor cu Dizabili-
tati, utilizeaza urmaatoarea defini-
tie: “Persoanele cu dizabilitdti includ
acele persoane care au deficiente
fizice, mentale, intelectuale sau sen-
zoriale de duratd, deficiente care, in
interactiune cu diverse bariere, pot
ingradi participarea deplind si efecti-
vd a persoanelor in societate, in con-
ditii de egalitate cu ceilalti“[1].

In ultimul deceniu, de citre OMS
au fost editate si reactualizate o se-
rie de clasificari, din asa-numita Fa-
milie de Clasificari Internationale.

(CIB), revizia a 10-a OMS, care fur-

The mission of the institution
is to promote national policies for
the inclusion of children with dis-
abilities, the implementation of in-
clusive education, the provision of
social protection, which responds
to identify needs and provide uni-
versal and inclusive social security.
No major changes have taken place
in these institutions over the years,
and the Soviet system and mentality
are still preserved. Only from 2010-
2011 a series of measures were car-
ried out to strengthen the special
and inclusive education of children
with disabilities. But, unfortunately,
a number of issues in this area re-
main unresolved.

The United Nations (UN), based
on the Convention on the Rights of
Persons with Disabilities, uses the
following definition: “People with
disabilities include those who have
physical, mental, intellectual or sen-
sory impairments of long duration,
disabilities that, in interaction with
various barriers, may restrict the full
and effective participation of people
in society, on equal terms with oth-
ers”[1].

In the last decade, a number of
classifications from the so-called In-
ternational Classification of Family
have been published and updated by
the WHO. Among them we can men-
tion the International Classification
of Diseases (ICD), the 10th WHO
revision, which provides an etiolog-

In ICF disability is used as a
general term for impairments, ac-
tivity limitations or participation
restrictions. Environmental factors
related to health disorders are also
presented, thus, it is possible to de-
velop a profile on the functioning,
disability and health of a person
in several areas. A standardized
language is used in the ICF, which
allows effective communication
worldwide in the context of differ-
ent disciplines. ICF completes the
International Classification of Dis-
eases (ICD), so these two classifi-
cations can be used simultaneously,
ICD providing the etiological frame-
work, and ICF - that of functionality
and disability.

Thus, the ICD is a classification of
events, and the ICF is a description
of the operating profile of the per-
son concerned.

The ICF is primarily a scientif-
ic basis for assessing and under-
standing health and health-related
conditions; it establishes a common
language for their description and
facilitates communication between
professionals in different fields, as
well as specialists and people with
disabilities; here a scheme of sys-
tematic coding of health conditions
and health- related conditions is
provided. The ICF serves as a statis-
tical tool, a tool for research, clinical
investigation, social policy and edu-
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Managementul dizabilitatii este
asadar o problema de atitudine si
ideologie, care implica o schimbare
sociald, ceea ce, in termeni politici,
devine o problema de drepturi ale
omului.

Fiind mai gingas si mai vulnera-
bil, copilul are nevoie de mai multa
afectiune, ajutor, consideratie. In-
teresul fata de copiii cu handicap
ca unul din grupurile tinta ale pro-
tectiei sociale rezulta din afirmarea
principiilor ,echitatii” si ,solidarita-
tii”, care tind a fundamenta aproape
toate politicile sociale, reglamentind
reactiile colectivitatii in raport cu
fiintele umane aflate in dificultate.

cation, it is also a means of achieving
human rights [3, p.9].

Disability management is there-
fore an issue of attitude and ideol-
ogy, which implies a social change,
which, in political terms, becomes
an issue of human rights. For this
model, disability is a political issue.
ICF is based on the integration of
these two opposing models. A

"biopsychosocial model” is used
to convey the essence of integrating
the various perspectives of function-
ing [3, p.8].

A child’s disability is not a “desti-
ny” of his, but often a consequence
of unfavorable conditions for exis-
tence, the pursuit of harmful human
activities, the result of sophisticat-
ed procedures of medical practice.
Disability is a generic term for de-
ficiencies, activity limitations and
participation restrictions, figuring
largely the negative aspect of in-
dividual-context interaction [5,
p.251].

Being more gentle and vulnerable,
the child needs more affection, help,
consideration. Interest in children
with disabilities as one of the target
groups of social protection results
from the affirmation of the prin-
ciples of “equity” and “solidarity”,
which tend to substantiate almost
all social policies, regulating the re-
actions of the community to human
beings in difficulty. Their special
needs (regarding care, communica-
tion, travel, education, etc.) can lead
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din diferite motive, se Intreprinde
prea putin sau nu se intreprinde ni-
mic pentru satisfacerea lor[5, p.17].

The Convention on the Child
Rights assigns equal opportunities
to all children, with or without dis-
abilities. It is recognized that the
child with mental or physical dis-
abilities has the right to the same
living conditions, while respecting
his dignity and autonomy, facilitat-
ing his active participation in com-
munity life [1].

In order to improve the situation
in the field of social inclusion of chil-
dren with disabilities, at the legisla-
tive-normative level are needed the
following changes:

- formulating a coherence between
the legislation in the field of edu-
cation and that in the field of so-
cial protection;

- improving the procedures for re-
ferring children with special edu-
cational needs to the educational
institution;

- implementing at the level of local
public administration authorities
and providers of educational ser-
vices, of the adopted normative
framework;

- improving the mechanisms for
intersectoral implementation of
legislation in the field of child
rights protection;

- implementarea la nivelul auto-
ritatilor administratiei publice
locale si a furnizorilor de servicii
educationale, a cadrului normativ
adoptat;

- perfectionarea mecanismelor de
implementare intersectoriala a
legislatiei in domeniul protectiei
drepturilor copilului;

- constituirea unor mecanisme de
colectare si prelucrare a datelor

- establishing mechanisms for col-
lecting and processing valid sta-
tistical data on the number and
categories of children, young peo-
ple and adults, currently exclud-
ed from the education system.
The efficiency analysis of enroll-

ing children with disabilities in kin-
dergartens/ general schools showed
that in the Republic of Moldova there
are gaps in this regard, which must
be liquidated for a fruitful function-
ing of the education system, to pro-
vide them with protection from all
points of view.

The enrollment of children with
disabilities in general schools is
based on the principle of inclusion.
This principle is based on the ex-
tension of human rights in order to
ensure equal opportunities through
positive discrimination against peo-
ple with disabilities.

Inclusion refers to the fact that
anyone, regardless of the deficien-
cy or difficulties they encounter
in learning, must be treated as a
member of society, and the various
special services they need must
be provided in social, educational,
medical services, etc. Inclusion is a
broader concept, which refers both
to the integration of the child with
disabilities in the educational sys-
tem and the community as a whole.
This means that the child must be a
full member of the class with mid-
dle-aged students in the local school,
doing the same lessons as the other
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statistice valide privind numa-

Analiza gradului de eficienta al
inscrierii copiilor cu dizabilitati in
gradinitele/scolile generale au ara-
tat ca in Republica Moldova exista
brese la acest capitol, care trebuie sa
fie neaparat lichidate pentru o func-
tionare fructuoasa a sistemului edu-
cational, pentru a asigura copiii cu
dizabilitati cu cele necesare, pentru
a le asigura protectia din toate punc-
tele de vedere.

Inscrierea copiilor cu dizabilitati
in scolile generale are la baza prin-
cipiul incluziunii. Acest principiu se
bazeaza pe extinderea drepturilor
omului in vederea asigurarii egali-
tatii sanselor printr-o discriminare
pozitiva a persoanelor cu dizabili-
tati.

Incluziunea se refera la faptul ca
oricine, indiferent de deficienta sau
de dificultatile pe care le intampi-
na In invatare, trebuie tratat ca un
membru al societatii, iar diversele
servicii speciale de care are nevoie
trebuie furnizate in cadrul servicii-
lor sociale, educationale, medicale
etc. Incluziunea este un concept mai
larg, care se refera atat la integrarea
copilului cu dizabilitati in sistemul
educational, cat si a celui comunitar,
in ansamblul sdau. Aceasta Insemna
ca copilul trebuie sa fie membru de-
plin in clasa cu elevi de varsta apro-
piatd, in scoala locald, facand ace-
leasi lectii ca si ceilalti elevi. In afara
de aceasta, ca copilul cu dizabilitati
are prieteni cu care-si petrece tim-

students. In addition, the child with

disabilities has friends with whom

he spends his free time and who
helps him to be fully included in
community life.

In the Republic of Moldova we
have unique cases when we can talk
about the inclusion of children with
disabilities. Often, children enroll
to attend general school, but are
not accepted by some classmates,
by some teachers, and are even
blamed by some community mem-
bers. Last but not least, an obstacle
is the inadequate infrastructure,
the inaccessible school buildings
in terms of travel for children with
disabilities.

Positive aspects of enrolling chil-
dren with disabilities in general
schools:

- The integration of children with
disabilities in kindergartens and
mainstream schools has benefi-
cial effects on both categories of
children: those with disabilities
are not left alone, and other chil-
dren learn how to behave with
children who need help;

- Communication and education of
tolerance. But for the integration
process to be successful, it must
be started at an early age.
Negative aspects of enrolling chil-

dren with disabilities in kindergar-

tens/ general schools include:

- Lack of physical conditions - ad-
aptation of buildings, public spac-
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pul liber si care-l ajuta sa fie pe de-

plin inclus in viata comunitatii.

In Republica Moldova avem ca-
zuri unice cand putem vorbi de in-
cluziune a copiilor cu dizabilitati.
Frecvent, copiii se Inscriu pentru
a frecventa scolile generale, dar nu
sunt acceptati de o parte din cole-
gii de clasa, de unii profesori, fiind
chiar blamati de o parte din mem-
brii comunitatii. Nu in ultimul rand,
un obstacol este infrastructura nea-
daptata, cladirile scolilor inaccesibi-
le din punct de vedere al deplasarii
pentru copii cu dizabilitati.

Aspecte pozitive ale inscrierii copi-
ilor cu dizabilitdti in scolile generale :
- Integrarea copiilor cu dizabilitati

in gradinitele si scolile de masa,
are efecte benefice asupra am-
belor categorii de copii: cei cu
dizabilitati nu sunt lasati singuri,
iar ceilalti copii invata cum sa se
comporte cu copii ce necesita aju-
tor;

- Comunicarea si educarea toleran-
tei. Insd ca procesul de integrare
sa fie unul cu succes el trebuie in-
ceput de la varste mici.

Aspecte negative ale inscrierii
copiilor cu dizabilitati in gradinite-
le/scolile generale cuprind:

- Lipsa conditiilor fizice - adapta-
rea cladirilor, spatiilor publice,
mijloacelor de transport pentru
acesti copii;

- Riscul sporit al unor traume;

- Lipsa unor specialisti la nivel de
institutii de fnvatamant care sa
faciliteze integrarea scolara (tre-
buie introdusa unitatea de asis-
tent social in scoli);

es, means of transport for these
children;

Increased risk of trauma;

Lack of specialists at the level of
educational institutions to facili-
tate school integration (the unit
of social assistance in schools
must be introduced);

Lack of individualized education
programs, adapted to the needs
of children with disabilities.

In countries with traditions in the
field of social inclusion, the fol-
lowing elements are present that
ensure the success of educational
integration:

Training children with disabili-
ties for school inclusion by par-
ticipating in activities in regular
kindergartens, in community ac-
tivities from an early age.
Comprehensive and multidisci-
plinary assessment of children
with disabilities before enrolling
in regular school.

Counseling the family of the child
with disabilities in relation to the
advantages and limits of school
inclusion.

Positive attitude of inclusive
school directors towards the
school inclusion process.
Informing teachers on the the-
oretical and methodological as-
pects of school inclusion.
Teachers’ ability to individualize
teaching and develop individual-
ized educational programs.
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- Lipsa unor programe de invata-
mant individualizate, adaptate
nevoilor copiilor cu dizabilitati.

In tarile cu traditii in dome-
niul incluziunii sociale sunt prezen-
te urmatoarele elemente care asigu-
ra succesul integrarii educationale:

- Pregatirea copiilor cu dizabilitati
pentru incluziunea scolara prin
participarea la activitati in gra-
dinitele obisnuite, la activitati in
comunitate de la o varsta frageda.

- Evaluarea comprehensiva si mu-
tidisciplinara a copiilor cu diza-
bilitati inainte de incadrarea in
scoala obisnuita.

- Consilierea familiei copilului cu
dizabilitati in legatura cu avanta-
jele si limitele incluziunii scolare.

- Atitudinea pozitiva a directorilor
scolilor incluzive fata de procesul
de incluziune scolara.

- Informarea cadrelor didactice cu
privire la aspectele teoretice si
metodice ale incluziunii scolare.

- Capacitatea profesorilor de a in-
dividualiza predarea si a elabora
programe educationale individu-
alizate.

- Implicarea parintilor elevilor cu
dizabilitati in activitatile de eva-
luare si alcatuirea programelor
educationale individualizate.

- Informarea si pregatirea elevilor
din scoald/clase pentru a sprijini
si interactiona cu elevul/ii cu di-
zabilitati.

- Consilierea parintilor elevilor obis-
nuiti in vederea prevenirii reactiilor
de respingere fata de incluziune.
Constatam ca procesul de incluzi-

une la nivelul institutiei scolare este

- Involvement of parents of stu-
dents with disabilities in assess-
ment activities and compiling of
individualized educational pro-
grams.

- Informing and preparing stu-
dents in the school/ class to sup-
portand interact with the student
(s) with disabilities.

- Counseling parents of regular
students to prevent rejection re-
actions to inclusion.

We find that the inclusion process
at the level of the school institu-
tion is particularly complex and
with a multifactorial determina-
tion, which requires a training on
several levels.

In order to achieve social inclu-
sion, a series of measures must
be taken, among which we men-
tion:

1. Creating conditions in kindergar-
tens and schools for children’s in-
tegration.

2. Development of special programs
for children with mild intellectual
disabilities.

3. Ensuring specialized services fo-
cused on the needs of children
with disabilities at community
level.

4. Inclusion in the function states of
general schools that are attended
by children with disabilities of
the support teacher unit.
Children with disabilities can be

integrated into general education-

al schools if differentiated training
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deosebit de complex si cu o determi-

Pentru a ajunge la incluziunea so-
ciala trebuie realizate un sir de ma-
suri dintre care mentionam:

Procesul de implementare a
educatiei incluzive este complex si
implicd participarea autoritatilor
publice centrale si locale, familiei,
institutiilor de educatie, institutiilor
de cercetare, formare profesionala
initiala si continua, serviciilor comu-
nitare si societatii civile.

In acest sens se pot formula ur-
matoarele propuneri vizind autori-
tatile publice centrale:

The process of implementing in-
clusive education is complex and
involves the participation of cen-
tral and local public authorities, the
family, educational institutions, re-
search institutions, initial and con-
tinuing vocational training, commu-
nity services and civil society.

In this sense, the following pro-
posals can be formulated regarding
the central public authorities:

a) to develop and promote relevant
policies that ensure the imple-
mentation of inclusive educa-
tion;

b) to harmonize the legislative-nor-
mative framework from the per-
spective of inclusive education;

c) to establish structures, forms,
staff units, etc., to ensure the
psycho-pedagogical assistance
necessary for the development
of inclusive education (services,
centers, support teacher, psychol-
ogist, social assistance, etc.);

d) to establish the financial mecha-
nisms for the implementation of
policies in the field of inclusive
education;

e) to coordinate the development of
the initial and continuous profes-
sional training curriculum in the
field of inclusive education;

f) to coordinate and support decen-
tralized/ deconcentrated struc-
tures with attributions in the
field of inclusive education;

h) sa evalueze si sa analizeze, perio-
dic, situatia din sistemul educati-
onal la capitolul promovarii edu-
catiei incluzive;

i) sa colaboreze cu donatorii inter-
nationali In vederea dezvoltarii
programelor si obtinerii finanta-
rii externe;

j) saformeze opinia publica cu refe-
rire la politicile in domeniul edu-
catiei, implicit, a educatiei inclu-
zZive.

Autoritatile administratiei pu-
blice locale, in parteneriat cu auto-
ritatile publice centrale si societa-
tea civila, cu alti actori relevanti, in
continutul Imbunatatirii educatiei
incluzive ar trebui:

- sa implementeze politicile In do-
meniul educatiei incluzive in co-
respundere cu necesitatile locale;

- sa evalueze si sa monitorizeze
necesitatile copiilor si familiilor,

g) to develop partnerships with civil
society to promote inclusive edu-
cation;

h) to evaluate and analyze, period-
ically, the situation in the educa-
tional system regarding the pro-
motion of inclusive education;

i) to collaborate with international
donors in order to develop pro-
grams and obtain external financ-
ing;

j) to form public opinion with refer-
ence to the policies in the field of
education, implicitly, of the inclu-
sive education.

Local government authorities, in
partnership with central public au-
thorities and civil society, with other
relevant actors, in the content of im-
proving inclusive education should
be:

- to implement policies in the field
of inclusive education in accor-
dance with local needs;

- to assess and monitor the needs
of children and families, young
people and adults in the commu-
nity;

- to identify the types and number
of support services needed for in-
clusive education;

- to elaborate development plans
of the educational institutions in
the community from the perspec-
tive of the inclusion of children,
young people and adults;

- to develop assistance, support,
rehabilitation services, etc. for
children, young people, adults,
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tinerilor si adultilor din comuni-

tate;

- sa identifice tipurile si numarul
de servicii de sustinere necesare
pentru educatia incluziva;

- sa organizeazd activitati de
schimb de experienta intre insti-
tutii, parinti, cadre didactice etc.;

- sa formeaze si sa sensibilizeze
opinia publica locala cu referire
la problemele copiilor, tinerilor,
adultilor din perspectiva educati-
ei incluzive.

Factorii care ar putea contribui
la incluziunea sociala, inclusiv sco-
lara, a copiilor cu dizabilitati sunt:
profesorii, resursele disponibile
pentru invatarea copiilor cu dizabi-
litati (metode de predare, materiale
utilizate, cunostinte si deprinderi in
domeniul lucrului copiilor cu dizabi-
litati), cooperarea dintre profesorii
scolilor generale si scolilor speciale,
specialistii din centrele de servicii in
scopul gasirii unor modalitati efici-
ente de integrare.

teachers from the perspective of
inclusive education;

- to develop partnerships with civil
society in the process of devel-
oping, implementing and moni-
toring local policies of inclusive
education;

- to organize exchange activities of
experience between institutions,
parents, teachers, etc.;

- to form and sensitize the local
public opinion regarding to the
issues of children, young people,
adults from the perspective of in-
clusive education.

Factors that could contribute
to the social inclusion, including
school, of children with disabilities
are: teachers, resources available
for teaching children with disabil-
ities (teaching methods, used ma-
terials, knowledge and skills in
the field of work of children with
disabilities), cooperation between
school teachers of general and spe-
cial schools, service center special-
ists in order to find effective ways
of integration.

The inclusion process at the level
of the school institution is particu-
larly complex and with a multifacto-
rial determination, which requires a
preparation on several levels: pre-
paring children with disabilities for
school inclusion by participating in
activities in regular kindergartens,
community activities from an ear-

institutiei scolare este deosebit de
complex si cu o determinare multi-
factoriald, ceea ce necesita o prega-
tire pe mai multe planuri: pregatirea

ly age; counseling the family of the
child with disabilities in relation to
the advantages and limits of school
inclusion; the positive attitude of
the schools directors of general cul-
ture towards the school inclusion
process; informing teachers about
the theoretical and methodical as-
pects of school inclusion; the ability
of teachers to individualize teach-
ing and develop individualized ed-
ucational programs; involvement of
parents of students with disabilities
in assessment activities and compo-
sition of individualized educational
programs; informing and preparing
students in school/ classes to sup-
port and interact with student(s)
with disabilities; counseling parents
of regular students to prevent rejec-
tion reactions to inclusion.

In most cases, unfortunately, chil-
dren with disabilities are discrimi-
nated against from birth or from the
moment they contracted a disability.
In already poor communities, a child
with a disability can be even more
excluded.

This phenomenon of discrimina-
tion and social exclusion of children
with disabilities is a widespread
issue in most countries around the
world.
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
