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SUMMARY

After the signing of the Association Agreement between the Republic of Moldova
and the European Union on June 27, 2014, it was obvious that the European option
becomes a priority for the future of the Republic of Moldova. Although the political
forces present in the arena of Moldova were divided into two almost equal segments:
some opted for European Integration, others opted for the Eurasian Union.

In this context, the European aspirations of the Republic of Moldova were clearly
outlined and, in the same way, the main impediments to EU integration were for-
mulated. The contradictions between the two options were like litmus paper that
marked the differences and possible obstacles to integration. The task of the politici-
ans was to make the road outlined in the Association Agreement as fast as possible,
with tangible results and the achievement of the goals outlined in the Agreement.
But it was not to be, the road traveled was much more difficult, with multiple errors,
hesitations and political failures due to which the Republic of Moldova is still at a
crossroads of history.

REZUMAT

Dupd semnarea Acordului de Asociere intre Republica Moldova si Uniunea Euro-
peand la data de 27 iunie 2014 era evident cd optiunea europeand devine prioritard
pentru viitorul Republicii Moldova. Desi fortele politice prezente pe arena Republicii
Moldova se divizau in doud segmente, aproape egale: unii optau pentru integrarea
europeand, altii optau pentru Uniunea Euroasiatica.

In acest context, s-au conturat clar aspiratiile europene ale Republicii Moldova si,
la fel, au fost formulate principalele impedimente ale integrdrii in UE. Contradictiile
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dintre cele doud optiuni au fost ca hdrtia de turnesol care a marcat diferentele si po-
sibilele obstacole in calea integrarii. Sarcina politicienilor a fost ca drumul conturat
in cadrul Acordului de Asociere sa fie parcurs cat mai rapid, cu rezultate palpabile
si atingerea scopurilor schitate in Acord. Dar n-a fost sa fie, drumul parcurs a fost
mult mai anevoios, cu multiple erori, ezitdri si cedari politice din care cauzd Republi-
ca Moldova si astdzi se gdseste la o rdscruce a istoriei.

Mecanismele integrarii europene
presupun, in primul rand, integrarea
economica si geo-economica. Unul din-
tre criteriile de baza pe care le inaintea-
za Europa unita tarilor care doresc sa ad-
ere este nivelul dezvoltarii economice
— PIB-ul pe cap de locuitor, potentialul
de evolutie a economiei si de integra-
re a ei in circuitul european. Republica
Moldova, in anii 90, a parcurs un drum
greu de la economia planificata, din-
tr-un regim totalitar, spre o economie
libera de piata. Au fost privatizate intre-
prinderile industriale, a fost privatizat
pamantul si gospodariile agricole, in
felul acesta asigurandu-se o platforma
legala pentru dezvoltarea economiei
de piata. Evident, ca aceste transfor-
mari au condus si la excese si la erori
soldate cu disparitia unor intreprinderi
mari industriale, care asigurau locuri de
munca si, respectiv, impozite consisten-
te. Distrugerea gospodariilor agricole
si faramitarea lor in mici gospodarii de
fermieri s-a soldat cuscdaderea drastica
a nivelului productiei agricole, a scade-
rii veniturilor, impozitelor si nivelului de
viata a lucratorilor din agricultura.

Foarte multi muncitori antrenati

The mechanisms of European inte-
gration presuppose, first and foremost,
economic and geoeconomic integrati-
on. One of the basic criteria that a uni-
ted Europe puts forward for the coun-
tries that want to join is the level of
economic development - GDP per capi-
ta, the potential for the evolution of the
economy and its integration into the
European circuit. The Republic of Mol-
dova, in the 1990s, has taken a difficult
path from a planned economy, from
a totalitarian regime, to a free market
economy. Industrial enterprises were
privatized, land and farms were privati-
zed, thus providing a legal platform for
market economy development. Obvi-
ously, these transformations have led
to both excesses and errors resulting
in the disappearance of large industri-
al enterprises that provided jobs and,
respectively, substantial taxes. The des-
truction of agricultural holdings and
their fragmentation into smallholder
farms have led to a drastic decline in
the level of agricultural production, a
decrease in income, taxes and the stan-
dard of living of agricultural workers.

Many formerly trained workers in
large enterprises found themselves wi-
thout a job, which led to a sharp rise in
unemployment, which later turned into
a migration of the active population to



migrare a populatiei active in pietele
din est si vest. in felul acesta, a aparut o
diaspora importanta in Federatia Rusa
siin tarile Europei Apusene, iar Republi-
ca Moldova din ultimii ani se confrunta
cu o acuta lipsa de cadre profesionale.
Agricultura Republicii Moldova se
afla intr-o etapa de tranzitie si de forma-
re care nu poate asigura profituri si im-
pozite necesare statului. In consecinta,
pentru comparatie, PIB-ul pe cap de
locuitor in Republica Moldova, in anul
1994, a fost de 402 dolari SUA [7], in anul
semnarii Acordului de Asociere in 2014,
PIB-ul pe cap de locuitor constituia 4979
dolari SUA [9, p. 5. Siin anul 2020, ca an
de referinta, PIB-ul pe cap de locuitor a
inregistrat valoarea de 4512 dolari SUA
[10]. Pentru Uniunea Europeana acest
indice raportat la Germania, ca la una
din tarile cu cea mai evoluata economie
este urmatorul — 45 735 dolari SUA [11]
si evident trebuie sa ne raportam si la
cei doi vecini: Romania si Ucraina, care
in perioada vizata au inregistrat cotele la
PIB pe cap de locuitor — 12797 dolari SUA
[12] si, respectiv, 3653 dolari SUA [13].
Este cert faptul ca Uniunea Europea-
na, prin proiectele sale, contribuie la ri-
dicarea nivelul de viata, la schimbarea
calitatii vietii in Republica Moldova, dar
ea nu poate substitui aportul statului
care are aspiratii europene. Republica
Moldova este obligata sa fortifice efor-
turile de relansare a industriei, in deo-
sebi, a agriculturii si sa incheie procesul
de tranzitie la o agricultura performan-
ta — acesta fiind un potential care va
fi eficient utilizat in anii urmatori, caci
problema asigurarii cu alimente devine
una primordiala pentru omenire.
Integrarea in UE nu poate fi conce-
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the eastern and western markets. Thus,
an important diaspora has emerged in
the Russian Federation and in Western
European countries, and the Republic
of Moldova in recent years is facing an
acute shortage of professionals.

Moldova's agriculture is in a phase
of transition and formation that can-
not provide the necessary profits and
taxes to the state. Consequently, for
comparison, the GDP per capita in the
Republic of Moldova in 1994 was US
$ 402 [7], in the year of the signing of
the Association Agreementin 2014, the
GDP per capita was 4979 US dollars [9,
p. 5]. And in 2020, as a reference year,
GDP per capita was 4512 US dollars.
[10] For the European Union this index
compared to Germany, as in one of the
countries with the most developed
economy is the following - 45 735 US
dollars [11] and obviously we must also
refer to the two neighbors: Romania
and Ukraine which in the period GDP
per capita - 12797 US dollars [12] and
3653 US dollars [13] respectively.

It is certain that the European Uni-
on, through its projects, contributes to
raising the standard of living, to chan-
ging the quality of life in the Republic
of Moldova, but it cannot replace the
contribution of the state that has Euro-
pean aspirations. The Republic of Mol-
dova is obliged to strengthen its efforts
to relaunch the industry, especially the
agricultural ones, and to complete the
process of transition to a successful
agriculture - this being a potential that
will be used effectively in the coming
years. humanity.

EU integration cannot be conceived
without the effort to integrate into the

Unul din factorii decisivi pentru in-
tegrarea europeana este cel al imaginii
Republicii Moldova in spatiul european
si global, precum si cel intern. Este curi-
os faptul ca imaginea statului nostru a
fost foarte favorabila pentru europeni
pana in anul 1998, cand prezentam o
noutate geopolitica si culturala. Dupa
care a urmat o perioada de deteriora-
re a imaginii statului nou format prin
alegerea in anul 2001 a unei guvernari
majoritare comuniste, fapt ce a demon-
strat ca nostalgiile post-sovietice au
dominat atunci spatiul politic.

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global structures of trade and the dis-
tribution of raw materials and goods.

Although it has accepted the status
of member of the World Trade Organi-
zation, the Republic of Moldova pro-
motes and will promote in the future a
free trade policy, keeping the elements
of protectionism for certain vital sec-
tors, relying heavily on the recovery of
industry and development of manufac-
turing. of agricultural products.

The volume of goods exported by the
Republic of Moldova in 2020 is an indica-
tor of the preference of overseas markets
in which the west prevails over the east
and is a clear indication for the politici-
ans of the Republic of Moldova, whose
course should give preference: 66.73%
export to the EU compared to 8.73% ex-
ports to the Russian Federation [14].

One of the decisive factors for Euro-
pean integration is the image of the Re-
public of Moldova in the European and
global space, and the internal one. It is
curious that the image of our state was
very favorable for Europeans until 1998,
when we presented a geopolitical and
cultural novelty. This was followed by
a period of deterioration in the image
of the newly formed state through the
election of a communist majority go-
vernment in 2001, which showed that
post-Soviet nostalgia dominated the
country's political space.

After 2014, a lot has been written and
talked about the democratic miracle of
Moldova, about the successful history
of the Republic of Moldova and about
the real approach to the moment of Eu-
ropean integration. But even here the
image of the Republic of Moldova was
"robbed" by the theft of the billion, by

Surprinzator, dar in perioada anilor
2017 - 2018, in Raportul Comisiei si al
Parlamentului European, a fost con-
statata o situatie pozitiva economica,
progrese in implementarea reformelor
in administrarea publica, in domeniul
cercetarii si inovarii, si in consolidarea
Zonei de Liber Schimb. Ramanand pro-
bleme nesolutionate in domeniul com-
baterii coruptiei la nivel inalt si in refor-
ma justitiei, unde nu s-a reusitingerinta
politica [1, p. 64-65]. Autoritatea statu-
lui depinde in cea mai mare masura de
imaginea pe care si-o creeaza in ochii
propriilor cetateni, caci statul este, in
viziunea lui Constantin Stere, ,haina ju-
ridica a poporului”[2, p. 72].

in the judiciary and state structures. At
present, efforts to restore this image at
the European level are ineffective, as
negative accents persist and are stron-
ger as a shock to the awareness of the
image of the Republic of Moldova. Pro-
bably, the political discourse of the lea-
ders of this state must undergo a radical
change in favor of a positive image and
requires the full mobilization of diplo-
matic and cultural efforts to relaunch a
beautiful, attractive image of the state
of Moldova, which aims to enter the big
family. European Union.

Surprisingly, in the period 2017-2018,
the Report of the Commission and the
European Parliament found a positive
economic situation, progress in imple-
menting reforms in public administrati-
on, research and innovation, and stren-
gthening the Free Trade Area. Remaining
unresolved issues in the fight against hi-
gh-level corruption and in the reform of
the judiciary where political interference
has failed. [1, pp. 64-65] The authority
of the state depends to a large extent
on the image it creates in the eyes of its
own citizens, because the state is, in the
view of Constantin Stere, "the legal gar-
ment of the people.’ [2, p. 72] The Repu-
blic of Moldova inherited a legal system
formed in a totalitarian regime.

Human rights, one of the basic prin-
ciples of the European Union, are vi-
olated and the legal system bears the
consequences. The image of the system
is in a continuous decline, and the sta-
tistical part that is demonstrated by the
ECHR processes shows us the inefficien-
cy of the legal system in the Republic of
Moldova. In 2020, 1054 lawsuits were

Un alt flagel care trebuie
combatut cu vehementa este coruptia
politica. Politicienii migreaza de la par-
tid la partid, fiind stimulati financiar,
formandu-se in felul acesta majoritati
parlamentare care aproba legi in favoa-
rea unor grupuri de interese. Drept ur-
mare se destabilizeaza situatia politica,
economica si juridica.

In anul 2016, odatd cu schimbarea
guvernarii, cand presedinte a fost ales
Igor Dodon, s-a inceput schimbarea
accentului de pe vectorul european
pe vectorul euroasiatic si in felul aces-
ta a aparut o noua directie in cursul
evolutiei statului Republica Moldova.

[6] And Eu-
ropean integration without freedom
of expression is inconceivable, so this
is an area that needs to be fundamen-
tally addressed. Another scourge that
must be vehemently fought is politi-
cal corruption. Politicians migrate from
party to party, being financially stimula-
ted, thus forming parliamentary majo-
rities that pass laws in favor of interest
groups. As a result, the political, econo-
mic and legal situation is destabilizing.
In 2016, with the change of govern-
ment, when Igor Dodon was elected
president, the shift from the European
vector to the Eurasian vector began to
change, and in this way a new direction
emerged during the evolution of the Re-
public of Moldova. The second stage be-
ing shorter in time is characterized by a
strong influence from the Russian Fede-
ration in order to isolate the Republic of
Moldova from the integrationist policy
of Ukraine and the policy of Romania.
Political instability has caused the Eu-

Russian mar-
kets and those in the Customs and Eur-
asian Union, being declared a national
priority. As if intuiting the changes that
were expected in the Republic of Mol-
dova following the coming to power of
the Socialists, the Council of the Euro-
pean Union, on February 15, 2016, shar-
ply outlined the priority actions that the
Government of the Republic of Moldova
is obliged to take: depoliticizing institu-
tions Of the state; public administration
reform; combating systemic corrupti-
on; financial-banking sector reform; in-
vestigating bank fraud and recovering
embezzled funds; independence and
efficiency in the judiciary; ensuring a
beneficial climate for business people;
strengthening cooperation with civil
society and the media. The reaction
of the Government of the Republic of
Moldova was a formal one. The Report
published on February 18, 2016 by the
Government of the Republic of Moldo-
va on the National Implementation Plan
of the Association Agreement stipula-
ted a fulfillment of the commitments
made only in proportions of 63%, which
did not correspond to the assessment
made by European experts who saw
this figure and smaller. [3, pp. 255-256]
Were it not for the formal approach of
the Moldovan authorities, the process
of Moldova's association with the EU
would have been easier in the accessi-
on stages and we would not have found
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n-ar fi fost abordarea formala din par-
tea autoritatilor moldovenesti, proce-
sul de asociere a RM la UE ar fi parcurs
mai usor etapele aderarii si nu ne-am fi
pomenit intr-o situatie de blocaj finan-
ciar si institutional.

Concomitent trebuie sa tinem cont
si de problemele care se cer solutionate
de catre Republica Moldova pentru a fi
admisa in Uniunea Europeana. Cat timp
nu este solutionat conflictul din estul
Republicii Moldova, situatia externa si
interna ramane tensionata si Uniunea
Europeana evident ca nu-si poate per-
mite aderarea unui stat cu asemenea
probleme. Paralel cu aceasta, relatiile
foarte incordate dintre UE si Federatia
Rusa nu favorizeaza evacuarea trupelor
rusesti de pe teritoriul Republicii Mol-
dova, ceea ce stopeaza procesul de in-
tegrare europeana [4, p. 238].

Implementarea Acordului de Aso-
ciere este o procedura complexa care
solicita mobilizarea nu doar a intregii
populatii a Republicii Moldova, dar
si o deschidere deosebita din partea
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ourselves in a situation of financial de-
adlock. and institutional.

One of the latent engines of the Eu-
ropean integration of the state of the
Republic of Moldova is the multiethnic
component. What the exponents of the
cohabiting ethnic groups do not un-
derstand is that Europe offers them not
only a different quality of life, but also
a new social status. Europe is a federa-
tion of states that opts for a federative
regional structure in which every ethnic
minority would be found.

The European model of Euroregions
has yielded positive results "...in are-
as as controversial as Silesia or Alsace,
it has made it possible to reduce some
tensions and make local minority popu-
lations more comfortable." [5, p. 57]

At the same time, we must take into
account the issues that need to be resol-
ved by the Republic of Moldova in order
to be admitted to the European Union.
As long as the conflict in the east of the
Republic of Moldova is not resolved, the
external and internal situation remains
tense and the European Union obvious-
ly cannot afford the accession of a state
with such problems. At the same time,
the very tense relations between the EU
and the Russian Federation do not favor
the evacuation of Russian troops from
the territory of the Republic of Moldova,
which stops the European integration
processes. [4, p. 238]

The implementation of the Asso-
ciation Agreement is a complex pro-
cedure that requires the mobilization
not only of the entire population of the
Republic of Moldova, but also a speci-
al openness from the European Union.
This is a process in which both parties

Fa-
cand cateva eforturi, a semnat Acordul
de Asociere intre Republica Moldova si
UE la 27 iunie 2014 la Bruxelles, ceea
ce urma de realizat, trebuia de res-
pectat Acordul cadru care prevedea
insusirea legislatiei europene si lupta
cu coruptia. In mare parte aceste ma-
teriale au fost traduse si implementate
de Romania, care le oferea gratuit Re-
publicii Moldova, daca politicienii ar fi
acceptat acest lucru. Insg, in realitate,
lucrurile au luat o turnura neasteptata.
A suferit fiasco ,povestea de succes”, a
venit ,Jaundromat-ul rusesc” cu miliar-
dele spalate prin bancile moldovenesti
si frauda bancara care a spulberat orice
iluzie in privinta aderarii. Cu toate aces-
tea, consideram ca vectorul european
ramane prioritatea nationala a Repu-
blicii Moldova, ca aceste esecuri sunt
niste erori temporare care vor fi oco-
lite si vom ajunge pe drumul drept al
aderarii, fiind in pas cu toata Europa de
Sud-Est.

The Republic of Moldova was on the
verge of joining the European Union.
After some efforts, he signed the Associ-
ation Agreement between the Republic
of Moldova and the EU on June 27,2014
in Brussels, which was to be done, the
Framework Agreement which provided
for the adoption of European legislation
and the fight against corruption had to
be respected. Most of these materials
were translated and implemented by
Romania, which provided them free of
charge to the Republic of Moldova, if
politicians had accepted this. But in rea-
lity, things took an unexpected turn.The
"success story", the "Russian laundro-
mat" with billions laundered by Moldo-
van banks and the bank fraud that shat-
tered any illusion of accession, suffered
a fiasco. However, we believe that the
European Vector remained the national
priority of the Republic of Moldova, that
these failures are temporary errors that
will be avoided and we will reach the ri-
ght path of accession, being in step with
the whole of Southeast Europe.

The political crisis of recent years,
2018-2021, has further accentuated
the need to take on the Western vec-
tor as opposed to the Eastern one. The
overwhelming vote of the diaspora in
the 2020 presidential election shows
evidence of the European course. The
new leadership of the Republic of Mol-
dova, through the person of President
Maia Sandu, even at the first meetings
