Eco-
nomia circulara pune accent pe reci-
clarea deseurilor dar si pe modul in
care sunt realizate produsele, astfel
incat deseurile rezultate sa fie in-
tr-o cantitate cat mai mica. Din 2015
existd un plan de actiune adoptat
de Uniunea Europeana cu un set de
masuri multisectoriale legate de de-
seuri, inclusiv, deseuri rezultate din
echipamente electrice si electronice,
vehicule scoase din uz, ape uzate si
alte masuri care ar trebui sa condu-
ca statele membre UE la tinte bine
stabilite de CE.

Se estimeaza ca cantitatea de de-
seuri generata va creste cu 70% in
urmatorii 30 de ani, ceea ce inseam-
na ca pe planeta se va genera pana la
3,4 miliarde de tone de deseuri anu-
al pana in 2050 (vezi figura 1).

1. The role of the circular
economy in the process of post-
crisis economic recovery

Long before the pandemic caused
by the coronavirus, our planet is fa-
cing another major problem posed
by climate change, which is already
producing very serious economic,
social and environmental -effects.
Mankind has entered the 21st cen-
tury with a number of environment-
al problems, with waste being one of
the biggest problems facing human-
ity.

Why is it necessary to adopt a cir-
cular economy model? The circular
economy focuses on waste recycling
but also on how products are made,
so that the resulting waste is as
small as possible.

Since 2015, there has been an
action plan adopted by the Euro-
pean Union with a set of multi-sec-
toral measures related to waste,
including waste from electrical and
electronic equipment, end-of-life ve-
hicles, wastewater and other meas-
ures that should lead EU Member
States to well-established EC tar-
gets.

The amount of waste generated
is expected to increase by 70% over
the next 30 years, which means that
up to 3.4 billion tonnes of waste
will be generated annually by 2050
(see Figure 1).

Developing countries face vari-
ous barriers to proper and sustain-
able waste management, as the au-
thorities are not able to properly
manage this problem, one of the rea-
sons being that the waste manage-
ment process requires large finan-
cial resources.

Another moment, which indicates
the need to implement the princi-
ples of the circular economy starts
from the idea that the world’s popu-
lation is constantly growing and the
supply of essential raw materials is
limited. Countries are dependent
on raw materials. Extraction of raw
materials increases energy con-
sumption and CO2 emissions. The
circular economy is thus positioned

Economia circulara va avea bene-
ficii nete pozitive sub forma creste-
rii PIB-ului si a crearii de locuri de
munca, deoarece aplicarea in Euro-
pa a unor masuri ambitioase legate
de economia circulara poate duce la
cresterea PIB-ului UE cu inca 0,5 %
pana in 2030 si la crearea a aproxi-
mativ 700 000 de noi locuri de mun-
ca. Totodata, oportunitatile econo-
miei circulare sunt direct asociate
cu protectia mediului.

Guvernele multor tari au facut
pasi enormi in promovarea dez-
voltarii unei economii circulare pe
teritoriile lor, iar organizatiile in-
ternationale precum Fundatia Ellen
MacArthur, Forumul Mondial al Eco-
nomiei Circulare, ONU, dar si multe
alte organizatii la nivel global, au
inclus principiile economiei circu-
lare 1n cadrul celor 17 Obiective de
Dezvoltare Durabila (ODD).

E de mentionat, totodata, Pactul
verde european creat de catre Co-
misia Europeana in anul 2019, care
are ca obiectiv transformarea UE
intr-o economie moderna, competi-
tiva si eficienta din punctul de vede-
re al utilizarii resurselor (CE, 2019).
Acest document strategic isi propu-
ne ca pana in 2050 tarile UE sa de-

as the most effective tool in joint ef-
forts to halt the rise in temperature
by more than 1.5 ° C. These targets
have been set by the United Nations
Framework Convention on Climate
Change (UNFCCC) - international
agreement to address the climate
challenge (EC, 2018).

The circular economy will have
net positive benefits in terms of GDP
growth and job creation, as the im-
plementation of ambitious circular
measures in Europe could lead to
an increase in EU GDP by a further
0.5% by 2030 and the creation of
about 700,000 new jobs.

At the same time, the opportun-
ities of the circular economy are dir-
ectly associated with environment-
al protection. The governments of
many countries have taken enor-
mous steps to promote the develop-
ment of a circular economy in their
territories, and international organ-
izations such as the Ellen MacArthur
Foundation, the World Econom-
ic Forum, the UN, and many other
global organizations have included
the principles of the circular econ-
omy within 17 Sustainable Develop-
ment Goals (SDGs).

It is also worth mentioning the
European Green Pact created by
the European Commission in 2019,
which aims to transform the EU into
a modern, competitive and resource
efficient economy (EC, 2019). This
strategy paper aims to make EU
countries climate-neutral by 2050
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vind neutre din punctul de vedere al

ta, mediului european de afaceri un
parcurs viabil spre o economie ver-
de si circulara.

S-a ajuns la o intelegere ca tarile
UE trebuie sa se asigure ca redresa-
rea economica post-criza de la coro-
navirus se adapteaza la provocarile
din Pactul Verde European, astfel,
instaurdnd economia circulard ca
noul model de crestere economi-
cd, care va permite crearea de noi
companii si proiecte, generarea
de noi locuri de munca, prin asi-
gurarea combaterii schimbdrilor
climaterice.

Economia circulara are nevoie de
industrii si de antreprenori care vor
implementa noi modele de afaceri
conform noilor principii - generam
mai mult cu resurse mai putine, prin
regandirea serviciilor si produselor
furnizate. Totusi, dincolo de inova-
tiile si progress tehnologic care ar
permite prelungirea vietii produ-

by combining the two emergencies -
relaunching the economy and trans-
forming it to slow climate change,
by raising climate targets for 2030
(GreenPeace, 2020).

Furthermore, the importance of
maintaining and strengthening EU
regulatory instruments, such as the
Greenhouse Gas Emissions Trading
Scheme, environmental standards
and sectoral policies, is underlined;
making them more efficient in reduc-
ing emissions in the most efficient
way, while ensuring the European
business environment a viable path
to a green and circular economy.

It was agreed that EU countries
must ensure that the post-crisis eco-
nomic recovery from coronavirus
adapts to the challenges of the Euro-
pean Green Pact, thus establishing
the circular economy as the new
model of growth that will allow
the creation of new companies and
projects, generating new jobs, by
ensuring the fight against climate
change.

The circular economy needs in-
dustries and entrepreneurs who will
implement new business models ac-
cording to the new principles - to
generate more with less resources,
by rethinking the services and prod-
ucts provided. However, beyond the
innovations and technological prog-
ress that would prolong the life of
products, the best innovations will
not come from technology, but from
social change.

2. Contributia economiei so-
ciale la bunastarea economica si
sociala.

Criza actuala impune regandirea
teoriilor economice care guvernea-
za politica, dar si planificarea unor
actiuni colective in vederea obtine-
rii bunastarii sociale. Fondul Mone-
tar International anticipeaza un risc
sporit al falimentelor si disponibi-
lizari masive pe intreg glob, iar po-
trivit Organizatiei Internationale a
Muncii, pentru anul 2022 se progno-
zeaza la nivel global ca 207 milioane
persoane ar putea deveni someri,
inregistrand pierderi colosale a ve-
niturilor din munca (0OIM, 2022).

Astfel, afacerile sociale si an-
treprenoriatul social reprezinta
economia viitorului, alaturi de cla-
sicele afaceri care sunt axate pe pro-
fit. Economia sociala apare in tari
in care problemele comunitatilor
nu sunt totalmente solutionate de
sectorul public sau privat, deoarece
obiectivul principal al economiei so-
ciale nu este profitul, asa cum indi-
ca principiile economiei de piata, ci
imbunatatirea conditiilor de viata si
oferirea de noi oportunitati pentru
persoanele vulnerabile sau pentru
membrii comunitatii care nu au ac-
ces la suficiente resurse pentru a se
dezvolta.

Principiile economiei sociale pot
fi regasite In diferite sectoare de ac-
tivitate, rolul activ fiind exercitat de
catre intreprinderile sociale, care se
aseamana prin cateva caracteristici:

2. Contribution of social
economy to economic and social
welfare.

The current crisis requires a re-
thinking of the economic theories
that govern politics, but also the
planning of collective actions in or-
der to obtain social welfare. The
International Monetary Fund antici-
pates an increased risk of bankrupt-
cy and massive layoffs worldwide,
and according to the International
Labor Organization, by 2022 it is
globally projected that 207 million
people could become unemployed,
suffering colossal job losses (ILO,
2022).

Thus, social business and social
entrepreneurship represent the
economy of the future, along with
the classic businesses that are fo-
cused on profit. The social economy
appears in countries where com-
munity problems are not fully solved
by the public or private sector, be-
cause the main goal of the social
economy is not to generate profit, as
market economy principles indicate,
but to improve living conditions and
provide new opportunities for vul-
nerable people, or for community
members who do not have access to
sufficient resources to develop.

The principles of the social econ-
omy can be found in different sec-
tors of activity, the active role being
played by social enterprises, which
are similar in several characteris-
tics:
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» Reinvestirea profitului pentru
dezvoltarea obiectivelor sociale,
luand in consideratie faptul ca
indeplinirea obiectivelor sociale
este mai presus decat obtinerea
de capital;

Dezvoltarea organizatiilor dedi-
cate principiilor economiei sociale
este In continua crestere, contribu-
ind la crearea locurilor de munca.
O multime de asociatii si fundatii,
bazate in mare parte pe voluntariat,
devin factori vizibili in comunitatile
lor, reusind sa contribuie la dezvol-
tarea economica si incluziunea soci-
ala din toata lumea.

Conceptul de economie socia-
la are origini europene si se refe-
ra la intreprinderi ce actioneaza
in sectoarele de interes comuni-
tar si care desfasoara activitati
al caror profit il reinvestesc in
dezvoltarea afacerii sau in interesul
comunitatii. Definitia conceptuala
curentd a economiei sociale de catre
propriile sale organizatii este cea a
Cartei principiilor economiei sociale
promovatd de Social Economy Euro-
pe, institutia reprezentativa la nivelul
Uniunii Europene pentru organizati-
ile economiei sociale (CEDAG, 2019).

» Reinvestment of profit for the
development of social object-
ives, considering the fact that the
fulfilment of social objectives is
higher than obtaining capital;

» Communion between the inter-
ests of the members of the enter-
prise and the interest of the com-
munity;

» Independence from public au-
thorities;

» Supporting social objectives set
by government policies;

» Launching community initiatives
to solve local problems.

The development of organiza-
tions dedicated to the principles
of the social economy is constantly
growing, contributing to the cre-
ation of jobs. Many associations and
foundations, mostly based on volun-
teering, are becoming visible factors
in their communities, managing to
contribute to economic develop-
ment and social inclusion around
the world.

The concept of social economy
has European origins and refers to
companies that operate in sectors
of Community interest and carry-
ing out activities whose profit they
reinvest in business development
or in the interest of the community.
The current conceptual definition
of the social economy by its own or-
ganizations is that of the Charter of
Social Economy Principles promot-
ed by Social Economy Europe, the
representative institution at Euro-
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Antreprenoriatul social in schimb,
este un concept american, foarte pre-
zent in scolile de business, care inclu-
de o gamad mai larga de intreprinderi,
avand ponderi diferite ale implicatiei
in scopul social, dar si abordari dife-
rite ale profitului realizat.

2. Principiul responsabilitatii so-
ciale: Responsabilitatea sociala,
in cadrul economiei sociale, este
asumata benevol, fara a urmari
anumite beneficii de imagine,
facilitati fiscale sau comerciale,
scopul imediat fiind satisfacerea
unei nevoi comunitare.

3. Principiul subsidiaritatii: asu-
marea de catre economia sociala
a unui rol secundar In satisface-
rea nevoilor sociale, misiunea
principala revenindu-i statului,
prin institutiile sale. Statul ra-
mane astfel principalul actor in
domeniul social, fara a se putea
degreva de obligatiile sale fata de
cetateni. Rolul sau nu trebuie sa
fie unul rigid: acolo unde econo-
mia sociald este suficienta prin
rolul social asumat, statul poate
sa treaca din postura de actor in
cea de garant.

organizations (CEDAG, 2019).

Social entrepreneurship, on the
other hand, is an American concept,
very present in business schools,
which includes a wider range of en-
terprises, with different weights of
involvement in social purpose, but
also different approaches to profit.

Forms of organizing social entre-
preneurship include non-profit or-
ganizations or for-profit firms that
engage in social activities.

The benefits of the social econ-
omy stem from the principles
underlying social enterprises:

1. The principle of reciprocity: im-
plies a willingness of the social
economy enterprise to do good
without expecting any reward.

2. The principle of social respons-
ibility:  Social responsibility,
within the social economy, is as-
sumed voluntarily, without pur-
suing certain image benefits, fis-
cal or commercial facilities, the
immediate goal being to satisfy a
community need.

3. The principle of subsidiarity:
the social economy assumes a
secondary role in meeting social
needs, the main mission going to
the state, through its institutions.
The state thus remains the main
actor in the social field, without
being able to relieve itself of its
obligations towards the citizens.
Its role does not have to be rigid:
where the social economy is suf-
ficient through its social role, the
state can move from the position
of actor to that of guarantor.
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4. Principiul independentei eco-
nomice: intreprinderile de eco-
nomie sociala au libertate atat fi-
nanciara, cat si decizionala. Odata
degrevat de unele dintre obliga-
tiile sale, este firesc ca statul sa
scuteasca Intreprinderile de eco-
nomie sociala de plata unor im-
pozite Impovaratoare, insa doar
atat timp cat, prin activitatea lor,
se reuseste sa fie exercitat un rol
activ in satisfacerea anumitor ne-
voi sociale.

5. Principiul simetriei sociale: pre-
supune recunoasterea de catre
stat rolului economiei sociale in
satisfacerea nevoilor sociale.

6. Principiul distribuirii bunds-
tarii: porneste de la ideea c3, la
nivel individual, antreprenorul
social dezvolta Intreprinderea
sociala astfel incat, la final, anga-
jatii si / sau grupurile cointeresa-
te sa fie recompensati in functie
de nevoile sociale existente. Cum
profitul se intoarce in comunita-
te, intreprinderea sociala poate
raspunde diverselor nevoi sociale
(FEE Moldova. 2013.)

Totodata, activitati de antrepre-
noriat social sunt considerate acti-
vitatile din domeniile orientate
spre:

» crearea locurilor de munca si in-
cadrarea, in mod prioritar, a per-
soanelor din categoriile defavori-
zate ale populatiei;

» protectia si promovarea dreptu-
rilor persoanelor cu dizabilitati si
ale familiilor lor;

» realizarea activitatilor extrasco-
lare;

4. The principle of economic in-
dependence: social economy
enterprises have both financial
and decision-making freedom.
Once relieved of some of its obli-
gations, it is natural for the state
to exempt social economy enter-
prises from paying burdensome
taxes, but only as long as, through
their activity, it manages to play
an active role in satisfying certain
social needs.

5. The principle of social sym-
metry: involves the recognition
by the state of the role of the so-
cial economy in meeting social
needs.

6. The principle of welfare distri-
bution: it starts from the idea
that, at the individual level, the
social entrepreneur develops the
social enterprise so that, in the
end, the employees and / or the
interested groups are rewarded
according to the existing social
needs. As profit returns to the
community, the social enterprise
can meet various social needs
(FEE Moldova. 2013.)

At the same time, social entre-
preneurship activities are con-
sidered the activities in the fields
oriented towards:

» job creation and employment,
as a priority, of people from dis-
advantaged categories of the
population;

» protection and promotion of the
rights of persons with disabilities
and their families;

» carrying out extracurricular ac-
tivities;
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» promovarea posibilitatilor de in-

» gestionarea deseurilor In scopul
reducerii acestora si reintroduce-
rii lor maximale In circuitul eco-
nomic;

» promovarea activitatilor de pro-
tectie a patrimoniului national;

» realizarea activitatilor din dome-
niile educatiei, culturii, ocrotirii
sanatatii, protectiei si asistentei
sociale, a celor ce tin de cresterea
bunastarii si dezvoltarea comuni-
tara.

» providing and developing social
services, as well as expanding so-
cial services;

» promoting environmental pro-
tection activities;

» waste management in order to
reduce them and their maximum
reintroduction into the economic
circuit;

» promoting the activities of na-
tional heritage protection;

» carrying outactivities in the fields
of education, culture, health care,
protection and social assistance,
those related to increasing wel-
fare and community develop-
ment.

Currently, in most countries, the
social economy is given a predomin-
ant role in correcting labor market
imbalances, due to its contribution
to increasing the employment rate
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ratei de ocupare a lucratorilor defa-
vorizati si implicit la internalizarea
efectelor externe si a costurilor soci-
ale ale somajului si excluderii socia-
le.

ambiant (figura 2).

of disadvantaged workers and thus
to internalizing the external effects
and social costs of unemployment
and social exclusion. Thus, the in-
tegration function of disadvantaged
workers is considered a truly innov-
ative feature of the social economy
for the last 30 years, directly con-
tributing to the creation of new jobs
in the field of social services or in
the field of employment and voca-
tional training.

At the same time, social econ-
omy organizations are becoming
increasingly active in the incipient
social services market, which in-
directly contributes to improving
the employment opportunities of
disadvantaged workers.

3. Implementing circular
economy principles within social
activities

Studying the principles of social
economy, but also the fields of ac-
tivity of social entrepreneurship,
we can certainly see that the circu-
lar economy must be found in social
business models, because the condi-
tions we are in at present determine
economic subjects to produce goods
and services from the few resources
that made available, but also to meet
the requirements of environmental
protection (figure 2).

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Din figura 2 putem observa mo-
dul in care sunt interconectate prin-
cipiile economiei circulare cu econo-
mia sociala. Astfel, pilonii de baza pe
care se bazeaza activitatile sociale
trebuie sa fie:

Este adevarat ca, actualmen-
te, exista putine studii cu privire la
dezvoltarea modelelor economiei
sociale in contextul economiei cir-
culare. Schimbarea accentului de
la obtinrea profitului la producerea
unui impact social poate genera be-
neficii importante pentru bunasta-
rea populatiei, dar si pentru rezolva-
rea problemelor de mediu. Astfel, in
procesul de regandire a modelelor
si strategiilor de afaceri, accentele
trebuie sa fie schimbate astfel incat
sa corespunda principiilor economi-
ei circulare, care ar fi posibila doar
cu o schimbare a modelelor de viata
si a modelelor de consum.

From figure 2 we can see how the
principles of the circular economy
are interconnected with the social
economy. Thus, the basic pillars on
which social activities are based
must be:

1. Creating jobs on a voluntary basis
or according to the remuneration
of work.

2. Ensuring the well-being of the

population.

. Environmental protection.

4. Implementation of the principles
of the 3 Rs - reduces - reuses - re-
cycles in social activities.

It is true that there are current-
ly few studies on the development
of social economy models in the
context of the circular economy.
Changing the focus from making a
profit to producing a social impact
can generate important benefits for
the well-being of the population, but
also for solving environmental prob-
lems. Thus, in the process of rethink-
ing business models and strategies,
the emphasis must be changed so
as to correspond to the principles of
the circular economy, which would
be possible only with a change in life
patterns and consumption patterns.

Firstly, the circular economy im-
plies a decrease in raw material re-
quirements due to the changing pat-
terns of use of goods and services
and their remanufacturing.

Secondly, product design is done
by anticipating the disassembly,

and thus anticipating a second life.
of the product.

Thirdly, the manufacture and pro-
duction of goods and services are
based on good environmental prac-
tices and technologies so that the
production process does not gener-
ate energy losses or waste, being as
sustainable as possible.

Fourthly, the marketing of goods
and services must reflect the real
prices of products, without out-
sourcing social and environmental
costs.

Changing current consumption
patterns is a necessary condition
for meeting the challenges posed by
the coronavirus pandemic, as well
as other social and economic crises.
They should focus on consumer
models based on real, more collect-
ive needs, based on the purchase of
services through lending, exchange,
barter, rental of goods and services,
in order to reduce underutilized
products.

At the same time, in the circu-
lar economy, the final waste is re-
covered to be incorporated into the
biosphere by composting or anaer-
obic digestion or to be reintroduced
into the industrial process.

Social activities can implement
the principles of the circular econ-
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rii valorii economice a produselor

dupa utilizare. Inovatia in modelele

Organizatiile sociale vor imple-
mentarea principiile economiei cir-

omy by adopting business models
that will create value based on the
use of the economic value of prod-
ucts after use. Innovation in busi-
ness models with this approach can
be promoted through various ways
that companies can apply:

» Allowing customers to return the
product after use, to extend its
life cycle through after-sales or
maintenance services.

» Promoting the “Product Service
System” model, which means of-
fering the use of goods through
services. In this way, the owner-
ship and administration of the
good is maintained by the manu-
facturer or distributor of the ser-
vice.

» Interaction of companies in a
common network for sharing re-
sources, which would allow the
revaluation or reuse of waste
(similar to industrial green parks
in industrial symbiosis). At the
macro level, there may be initia-
tives developed in regional or
national areas, such as eco-cities,
eco-municipalities or green prov-
inces.

» Controlling the flow of prod-
ucts from consumer to producer
through the so-called “reverse
logistics” or “reverse cycle” mod-
el. This model opens up business
opportunities for recovering
products for return, repair, reuse
or recycling.

Social organizations will imple-
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culare prin adoptarea unui nou stil
de afaceri prietenoase mediului,
spre ex prin dezvoltarea de produ-
se si tehnologii de productie care
sa inimizeze cantitatea de deseuri
generatad.

ment the principles of the circular
economy by adopting a new environ-
mentally friendly business style, for
example by developing products
and production technologies that
will reduce the amount of waste
generated. What would that mean?
The product must be designed to
minimize its impact on the environ-
ment throughout its life cycle.

Among the areas that offer great-
er opportunities for the development
of the principles of the circular econ-
omy in social activities we can men-
tion waste management and water
resources management, energy gen-
eration, construction and urban en-
vironment, industry, agriculture and
food, mobility and logistics and, of
course, environment activities.

Circularity in the case of the agri-
food system refers to the recovery
of productivity gaps, diversification
of crop systems, use of organic fer-
tilizers. Efforts should be directed
towards: the overall performance of
the food and beverage life cycle sus-
tainability; maintaining waste as an
energy source, being an option for
waste management, maximizing the
value of raw materials, promoting
the continuous improvement of the
environmental performance of food
and beverages throughout their life
cycle.

The domain of waste processing
is an essential element in most cir-
cular economy strategies, either at
central or local level, targeting both
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local, vizand atat deseurile munici-
pale, cat si cele industriale. Miza este
impiedicarea ajungerii deseurilor la
groapa de gunoi, sau stoparea inci-
nerarii.

At the same time, they can act
as mediators between public author-
ities and the population in order to
disseminate environmentally friendly
practices, campaigns to support sus-
tainable food consumption, discour-
age overuse of resources, prevent
waste generation, reuse and recyc-
ling activities, prevent food waste,
etc.

Social enterprises, by imple-
menting the principles of the so-
cial economy, will obtain important
benefits in the form of reducing
costs, obtaining new sources of in-
come, increasing long-term com-
petitiveness, conserving resources,
raw materials, covering a wider seg-
ment of beneficiaries, etc.

We must not forget that social
economy enterprises invest their
profits in social goals, instead of
generating individual enrichment,
by:

» developing closer relationships
between residents, the local com-
munity and society, while promo-
ting collective responsibility;

The combination of individual
and community dimensions of the
social economy is very close to the
principles of the circular economy;,
which in turn expresses a deep con-
cern about how planetary resources
are used. To a large extent, the social
economy shares the same concerns
and aims to protect the same core
values.

Table 1 describes the contribu-
tion of the social economy to the im-
plementation of the principles of the
circular economy in order to dem-
onstrate the above mentioned.

Finally, it is important to mention
the UN’s efforts to develop the Sus-
tainable Development Goals (SDGs),
otherwise known as the Global
Goals, which call for universal action
to end poverty, protect the plan-
et and ensure that all people enjoy
peace and prosperity (UN, 2015).
These 17 objectives cover areas
such as climate change, economic
inequality, innovation, sustainable
consumption, etc. At the same time,
analysing the objectives of the 2030
Agenda for Sustainable Develop-
ment, we see the interconnection of
the social economy, but also the cir-
cular economy with other sectors,
which shows that often the key to
success in one area will involve ad-
dressing issues that are more often
associated with another domain (see
table 3).

Agenda 2030 pentru Dezvolta-
re Durabila si Obiectivele de Dez-
voltare Durabila (ODD) (UN, 2015)
reprezinta un nou angajament glo-
bal nu numai de a pune capat sara-
ciei si foametei, dar si de a atinge
la scara universala obiectivele de
protectie sociald, reducerea inegali-
tatilor si sustenabilitatea mediului.
Astfel, spre exemplu, solutionarea
ODD nr.

But
this balanced approach underlies the
social economy, but it is also found
in the principles of the circular econ-
omy. the 2030 Agenda and the SDGs,
by promoting inclusive and sustain-
able development through social, in-
stitutional and technological innov-
ations that are not harmful to the
environment.

Conclusions:

Changing current consumption
patterns is a necessary condition
to face the challenges of the plan-
et generated by the coronavirus
pandemic, but also by other social
and economic crises.
